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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Verified Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on April 18, 2019 with Correction of Erroneous Filing Regarding Exhibit Identification (Correction) filed on April 19, 2019, requesting to amend its Application to replace Exhibit C sheet 1 of 3, Exhibit D, and Exhibit E sheet 2 of 4 and sheet 3 of 4, and to amend the Application to state that the maximum anticipated CRT crossing speed will be approximately 45 miles per hour.

2. There were no response filed to the Motion.

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion  

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions

4. The Motion proposes to replace sheet 1 of the original Exhibit C to the Application with revised sheet 1 included in the Motion.  Revised sheet 1 includes an adjustment to the pedestrian island between 124th Avenue and Claude Court.  Original Exhibit D is replaced with revised Exhibit D to make striping changes associated with the proposed adjustment to the pedestrian island.  Sheets 2 and 3 of original Exhibit E are replaced with revised sheets 2 and 3 of Exhibit E.  Revised sheets 2 and 3 replace a preliminary design that has since been updated.  The buffer time at this location has been reduced from ten seconds to five seconds to provide consistency throughout the RTD commuter rail projects.  Equipment response has been updated to two seconds, and updates have been made regarding the approach distances and speeds due to the latest design and to improve warning time uniformity at the crossing.  Specifically, the southbound approach distances allow for better warning time consistency with trains leaving the station at nine miles per hour.  Sheet 3 has been revised from the preliminary design to the updated design.

5. We have reviewed the proposed changes and do not see any safety issues with the proposed changes.

6. We find that good cause exists and that the requirements of public safety are met by granting the Motion with the Correction consistent with the above discussion. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Verified Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the Regional Transportation District on April 18, 2019 with Correction of Erroneous Filing Regarding Exhibit Identification filed on April 19, 2019, requesting to amend its Application to replace Exhibit C sheet 1 of 3, Exhibit D, and Exhibit E sheet 2 of 4 and sheet 3 of 4, and to amend the Application to state that the maximum anticipated CRT crossing speed will be approximately 45 miles per hour is granted.

2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
