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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
1. On May 14, 2019, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos Energy or the Company) filed an application requesting the Commission issue a decision authorizing the Company to remove the Rate Case Expenses GRSA from its tariff on less-than-statutory notice and effective June 1, 2019. 
2. Atmos Energy requests that the Commission deem the application complete and grant the relief sought through its modified procedures, without a hearing, as provided in 
§ 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Commission Rule 1403 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.
B. Discussion

In Atmos Energy’s last rate case, the Company proposed to recover its rate case expenses for that proceeding over one year through a separate General Rate Schedule 

3. Adjustment (GRSA).
 That approach was approved by the Commission,
 and the Company implemented the Rate Case Expenses GRSA, effective June 1, 2018, through Advice Letter No. 540.
 Atmos Energy was authorized to recover its actual rate case expenses as of December 1, 2017, in the amount of $349,252.61.

4. As the Company’s Rate Case Expenses GRSA was approved for one year and took effect on June 1, 2018, it must be removed effective June 1, 2019. 
5. Consistent with the Company’s tariff, if the GRSA billed rate case expense amounts exceed or fail to recover the total approved amount from Proceeding No. 17AL-0429G within the one-year period, the Company will refund or collect amounts +/- $5,000 difference from the amount approved by adding/subtracting the amount to/from the GRSA base revenue percentage.
6. Atmos Energy anticipates that it will have over-recovered the approved rate case expense amount by more than $5,000. 
7. Atmos stated that once the Rate Case Expenses GRSA is removed, the Company will calculate the actual amount of any over-collections and file an advice letter to modify the GRSA base revenue percentage accordingly.
C. Findings and Conclusions
8. The Application was deemed complete by Rule 1303(c)(III).

9. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos Energy) requesting a decision authorizing the Company to remove the Rate Case Expenses GRSA from its tariff on less-than-statutory notice and effective June 1, 2019 is granted.  

2. Pursuant to Rule 1206, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure and Rule 4109(b)(III) of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 CCR 723-4, Atmos Energy is authorized to file the tariffs attached as Attachment B to its Application on not less than one business day’s notice.

3. The tariffs attached to the Application as Attachment B are attached to this Decision as Appendix A.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed date.
