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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On May 24, 2019, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1798-Electric.  Public Service states that, by Advice Letter No. 1798-Electric, the Company seeks to implement rate changes effective on 30 days’ notice in the Company’s Colorado P.U.C. No. 8-electric tariff (Revised Motion).

2. The Company states that, based on input from Commission Trial Staff, the Company has revised its proposed form of notice to more clearly state that the proposed new rate schedule filed under Advice Letter No. 1798 is an optional service available to commercial and industrial customers.  Staff has indicated that it agrees that this revised form of proposed notice, attached to the Revised Motion as Attachment 1, accurately describes the customers for whom the proposed new rate schedule is available.

3. On May 31, 2019, Public Service filed a Revised Motion for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time. That motion included as Attachment 1, is the form of notice that the Company proposed to have published in The Denver Post. The Company represents that its revisions are based on input from Commission Trial Staff and are intended to more clearly state that the proposed new rate schedule filed under Advice Letter No. 1798 is an optional service available to commercial and industrial customers.

4. The Company’s proposed change is to implement Secondary Voltage Time-of-Use Electric Vehicle Service. 
5. Therefore, by its Revised Motion, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative forms of notice: 


(a)
filing of the change with the Commission, and keeping open for public inspection, Advice Letter No. 1798-Electric; and 


(b)
publishing a legal notice, attached to the Revised Motion as Attachment 1, in a newspaper of general circulation for the service territory: (i) The Denver Post for two consecutive Sundays; June 2 and 9, 2019; 


(c)
posting a copy of the filing on the Xcel Energy website.

6. Public Service states that it plans to go forward with this alternative form of notice.  Should the Commission deny this Revised Motion; the Company states it will provide additional notice consistent with the Commission’s order. 

7. Public Service states that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice. The Company claims the notice requested is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the proposed tariff changes to Advice Letter No. 1798-Electric.  In addition to filing the tariff change with the Commission and keeping it open for public inspection, this proposed form of notice will provide direct notice to all retail electric customers

8. Notably, between the Company’s May 24, 2019 filing and its amendment filed on May 31, 2019, on May 28, 2019, Senate Bill (SB) 19-236, was signed into law and became immediately effective. SB19-236 significantly revised numerous provisions in Title 40, including without limitation, § 40-3-104(1)(c), C.R.S., requirements for customer notice.  Going forward, requests for alternative notice, if any is necessary,
 must be filed pursuant to the revised provisions set forth in the statute. 

9. Nevertheless, pursuant to statutory provisions under both prior and current 
§ 40-3-104(1)(c)(I), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide alternative forms of public notice of its advice letter filing proposing changes to its tariffs.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to its stakeholders and its general body of electric ratepayers.  

10. We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative form of notice as requested by Public Service. Notice shall be updated to include filing of the change with the Commission, publishing a legal notice for two consecutive Sundays, and posting a copy of the filing on the Xcel Energy website. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

The Revised Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time filed on May 31, 2019, by Public Service Company of Colorado 

1. requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter 
No. 1778-Electric (Revised Motion) is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
