I. STATEMENT
1. On November 30, 2017, by Decision No. C17-0976, the Colorado Public |
Utilities Commission issued the above Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, appointed 
Commissioner Frances Koncilja as the Hearing Commissioner, and set hearings for February 20 and 21, 2018. 

2. By Decision Nos. R18-0134-I
 and R18-0158-I,
 Commissioner Koncilja set additional hearings for March 13 and March 29, 2018.

3. On April 23, 2018, by Decision No. R18-0277-I, Commissioner Koncilja set an additional hearing for May 31, 2018.  

4. On May 31, 2018, Commissioner Koncilja conducted the hearing and set an additional hearing for Tuesday, June 26, 2018 and set additional dates for the filing of comments. 

5. Additional comments, statements of position, and or proposed language shall be filed on or before June 14, 2018.

6. The comments previously filed together with the information provided at the hearing on May 31, 2018, have persuaded me that now is not the time to increase the insurance coverage required for taxi cab carriers to $1,000,000.   

7. Mr. Burke and Mr. Kaiser appeared as counsel for Freedom Cabs, Inc., Pikes Peak Taxi and Union Co-op and presented Mr. Stephen Friedberg as an expert in the area of transportation insurance and requested additional time to present data and comments regarding the need to reduce the current insurance requirement for taxi cab carriers below the amount of $500,000.  Mr. Friedberg stated that he needed approximately 30 days to collect the necessary information and prepare his comments. With respect to any request to reduce the amount of insurance for taxi cab carriers, commenters have until June 25, 2018 to file written comments. This date is 5 days short of the requested 30 days, but as I indicated at the hearing, I hope to issue final recommended rules at the beginning of July, before the energy docket demands my attention. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. With respect to issues not involving the amount of insurance for taxi cab carriers, any participant who wishes to file additional comments, Statements of Position, or additional proposed language or suggested formats for the rules shall file them with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on or before Thursday, June 14, 2018.

2. With respect to any request to lower the insurance requirement for the taxi cab carriers below the current amount of $500,000, relevant written comments with any supporting data should be filed no later than Monday, June 25, 2018.
