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IN THE MATTER OF THE JOINT APPLICATION OF SAN MIGUEL MOUNTAIN VENTURES, LLC, DOING BUSINESS AS TELLURIDE EXPRESS AND GISDHO SHUTTLE, INC. DOING BUSINESS AS AMERICAN SPIRIT SHUTTLE FOR APPROVAL OF CONSOLIDATION OF CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY NOS. 1648 AND 53828 INTO CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY NO. 1648 AND TO ELIMINATE ANY DUPLICATION OR OVERLAP OF AUTHORITIES IN COMPLIANCE WITH DECISION NO. C18-0077.  
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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 27, 2018, Telluride Express and GISDHO filed the Joint Application by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC Doing Business as Telluride Express and GISDHO Shuttle, Inc. Doing Business as American Spirit Shuttle [hereafter Applicants] for Approval of Consolidation of CPCN Nos. 53828 and 1648 into one CPCN and to Eliminate Any Duplication or Overlap of Authorities in Compliance with Decision No. C18-0077.  That application commenced this proceeding.

2. The Commission gave noticed of the application on April 2, 2018.  See Notice of Applications Filed, issued April 2, 2018.

3. During the Commission's weekly meeting held May 9, 2018, the matter was deemed complete and referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

4. On May 15, 2018, by Decision No. R18-0352-I, the scope of the proceeding was addressed and a prehearing conference was scheduled for May 25, 2018.  At the scheduled time and place, the conference was convened.  During the course of discussion, Applicants identified a potential desire to modify the proposed consolidated language of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) 1648 as included in the notice.

5. On June 1, 2018, the Motion to Re-Notice was filed by Applicants.  Applicants request that the proceeding be re-noticed, but not for the purpose of expanding the existing authority in CPCN Nos. 53828 and 1648.  The scope of requested relief remains unchanged.  Rather, Applicants contend that the proposed expanded language consolidating the authority at issue better reflects the existing authority.

6. No prejudice coming to any party, it is appropriate that response time be waived so that additional noticed may be provided.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Re-Notice filed by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express and GISDHO Shuttle, Inc., doing business as American Spirit Shuttle on June 1, 2018, is waived and the request granted.

2. Commission Staff shall issue a new notice of this proceeding consistent with Appendix A attached to this Interim Decision.
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
