I. STATEMENT

1. On March 30, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Applicant) filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  
2. The Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), Commission Trial Staff, the Colorado Energy Office, the Colorado Solar Energy Association, and Western Resources Advocates each filed notices of intervention by right. On April 30, 2018, the OCC in a separate filing, filed its notice of hearing.
3. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held May 30, 2018, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.
4. By Decision No. R18-0424-I, a prehearing conference in this proceeding is scheduled for June 25, 2018.   
5. On June 22, 2018, the Unopposed Joint Motion to Reschedule Prehearing Conference was filed by the OCC, and on behalf of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  Following discovery of an error in the application, Public Service as well as all parties who have filed intervention by right or who have sought permissive intervention agree that any error should be corrected.  Based thereupon, it is requested that the request that the prehearing conference scheduled for June 25, 2018 be vacated and rescheduled at a time convenient with the Commission during the afternoon of July 10, 2018, or the morning of July 11, 2018. 

6. Counsel for the OCC has conferred with counsel for all parties seeking permissive intervention or exercising intervention as of right in this matter and is authorized to represent that no party or potential party opposes the requested relief.

7. The request being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.
8. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Joint Motion to Reschedule Prehearing Conference filed by the Office of Consumer Counsel on June 22, 2018, is waived and the motion is granted.

2. The prehearing conference scheduled in this proceeding to be held on June 25, 2018 is vacated.
