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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 28, 2018, Storm Mountain Express Inc. (Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On April 20, 2018, counsel for Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Alpine) filed a Notice of Intervention by Right and Alternative Petition for Intervention and Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing.  Alpine requested a hearing and that the Application be denied.
  Decision No. R18-0361-I (mailed on May 18, 2018) acknowledged Alpine’s intervention by right.  

3. Applicant and Alpine are the only Parties to this Proceeding.  

4. The procedural history of the above-captioned proceeding is set forth in Decisions previously issued in this Proceeding, and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
5. On June 15, 2018, Alpine filed a Motion in Limine directed at a number of hearing exhibits pre-filed by Applicant on May 30, 2018.  Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 (2015), Applicant’s response to the Motion in Limine is due on or before June 29, 2018.    

6. On June 25, 2018, Alpine filed a Motion to Compel and to Shorten Response Time (Motion to Compel), seeking an order to compel Applicant’s responses to certain written discovery requests served by Alpine on Applicant on June 4, 2018.  

7. In Decision No. R18-0514-I (mailed on June 26, 2018), the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) shortened response time to Alpine’s Motion to Compel to July 6, 2018.  

8. Decision No. R18-0514-I also granted an extension of time of four weeks to Alpine, to and including July 27, 2018, to file its list of witnesses, summaries of direct testimony of each witness, and copies of exhibits it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.  

9. On June 28, 2018, Applicant filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Intervenor’s Motion to Compel (Motion for Extension).  Counsel for Applicant states he is currently busy preparing a response to Alpine’s Motion in Limine.  His associate attorney, who is assisting with the response to the Motion to Compel, will be out of the office from end of the day June 29 through mid-day July 10, 2018 on vacation and helping her son move to Lincoln, NE.  Applicant asks for an extension of time until July 11, 2018, to file the response.  Counsel for Applicant consulted with counsel for Alpine, who has no objection to the requested extension of time.
  
10. The Motion for Extension is unopposed and states good cause.  Response time will be waived.  The unopposed Motion for Extension will be granted, and Applicant’s response to the Motion to Compel will be due no later than July 11, 2018.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Intervenor’s Motion to Compel (Motion for Extension), filed by Storm Mountain Express Inc. on June 28, 2018, is granted.  

2. Response time to the Motion for Extension is waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure,  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 (2015).  

3. An extension of time is granted to Storm Mountain Express Inc. to and including July 11, 2018, to file, and serve on counsel for Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Alpine), its response to the Motion to Compel and to Shorten Response Time filed by Alpine on June 25, 2018.  

4. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
