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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 30, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  
2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held May 30, 2018, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition by minute entry.
3. On April 30, 2018, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel’s Request for Hearing was filed by the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).

4. On June 29, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado’s Unopposed Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Highly Confidential Information was filed.

5. On July 10, 2018, the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference, Request for Shortened Response Time, and Notice of Withdrawal of Request for Hearing was filed by the OCC.  In addition to other requested relief, the OCC requested that the scheduled prehearing conference in this matter be vacated.

6. The OCC, Commission Trial Staff, the Colorado Energy Office, the Colorado Solar Energy Association, and Western Resource Advocates are parties to this proceeding.  See, Decision No. R18-0505-I, issued June 25, 2018.  Counsel for the OCC has conferred with counsel for all parties in this matter and is authorized to represent that no party opposes the relief requested in the OCC motion filed on July 10, 2018.
7. By Decision No. R18-0544-I, issued July 10, 2018, response time to the request to vacate the prehearing conference was waived and the conference was vacated, leaving the remainder of the requested relief pending.

8. In its motion, the OCC states:  

Based upon review of the Amended Application and supporting testimony and attachments, the OCC has determined there are no longer facts in dispute that require a hearing, from the OCC’s perspective. Accordingly, the OCC hereby withdraws its Request for Hearing, filed April 30, 2018. As the OCC was the only party seeking to affirmatively request a hearing on this matter, the ALJ’s stated purpose of conducting the prehearing conference, i.e. “in anticipation of hearing”, may no longer be necessary to prosecute this Proceeding.
OCC Motion at ¶11.

Additionally, the OCC noted the remaining requests for relief to be Public Service’s motion filed on June 29, 2018 and the Amended Application.

9. By Decision No. R18-0545-I, issued July 11, 2018, response time to Public Service Company of Colorado’s Unopposed Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Highly Confidential Information was waived and the request was granted, with modification.

10. On July 10, 2018, the Amended Verified Application was filed by Public Service.

11. The OCC initially requested a hearing.  The matter was referred for hearing, and several parties intervened to represent various interests.  While the OCC expressed that it no longer opposes the Amended Application, the position of other parties is not clear as to the Verified Application based upon a review of the Commission’s file in this proceeding.

12. A deadline will be established for any party contesting the Verified Application to move for a prehearing conference to be scheduled.  If no party files such a motion, the Verified Application will then be deemed unopposed and processed under the modified procedure without a formal hearing, pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 1403 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Any party contesting or opposing approval of the Verified Application as amended on July 10, 2018, must file a motion on or before July 19, 2018, requesting that a prehearing conference be scheduled.  If no such motion is filed, the proceeding will subsequently be processed and determined as an uncontested proceeding in accordance with Rule 1403 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
