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I. STATEMENT
1. On 
March 20, 2018, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Motor Pool (Metro Motor Pool) filed the application described in the caption above (Application).  
2. On March 26, 2018, the Commission issued a notice of the Application.  
3. On March 29, 2018, Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC (Colorado Springs Shuttle) filed an Entry of Appearance and Intervention.  

4. On May 9, 2018, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

5. On May 24, 2018, the ALJ issued Decision No. R18-0377-I that scheduled the hearing in this matter for August 15 and 16, 2018.  Decision No. R18-0377-I also ordered Metro Motor Pool to:  (a) have its counsel enter an appearance in this matter on behalf of Metro Motor Pool or for Metro Motor Pool to show cause why Commission Rule 1201 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, does not require it to be represented by legal counsel in this matter by June 15, 2018; and (b) to file and serve on Colorado Springs Shuttle by July 2, 2018: (i) a list that identifies the witnesses Metro Motor Pool intends to call at the hearing, the last known address and telephone number of each witness, and a summary of the anticipated testimony of each witness; and (ii) copies of the exhibits Metro Motor Pool will present at the hearing.
6. Metro Motor Pool, which has the burden of proof in this proceeding, has not complied with either requirement in Decision No. R18-0377-I.  As a result, the ALJ shall order Metro Motor Pool to file a document that shows cause why the Application should not be dismissed, the hearing vacated, and the proceeding closed.  The deadline for Metro Motor Pool to show cause shall be August 9, 2018.   

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Motor Pool (Metro Motor Pool) shall file a document by August 9, 2018 that shows cause why the Application filed in this proceeding should not be dismissed, the hearing vacated, and the proceeding closed in light of Metro Motor Pool’s failure to comply with Decision No. R18-0377-I.  The deadline to file the document showing cause is August 9, 2018.  

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
