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I. STATEMENT

1. Through this Decision, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) grants LETA’s Unopposed Motion for Kimberly Culp to be Excused from Appearing as a Witness at the Hearing on August 17, 2018 and for Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion), filed on August 15, 2018, by the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (LETA), requesting that we: (1) excuse its witness, Ms. Kimberly Culp, from appearing as a witness at the August 17, 2018 hearing; and (2) waive response time to the Unopposed Motion.
2. On April 2, 2018, TracFone Wireless, Inc. (Applicant) filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  Applicant seeks designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado “solely to provide Lifeline service, under the trade names SafeLink Wireless® and Walmart Family Mobile®, to qualifying Colorado consumers; it will not seek access to funds from the federal Universal Service Fund (‘USF’) or from the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism for the purpose of providing service to high cost areas.”
  

3. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set forth in previously issued Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
4. Decision No. R18-0381-I (mailed on May 24, 2018) inter alia acknowledged 
the intervention by right of the Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission and 
granted motions for permissive intervention filed by seven intervenors:  LETA; the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority; the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority; the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority; NE Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless; the Douglas County Emergency Telephone Service Authority; and the El Paso-Teller County Emergency Telephone Service Authority.
  

5. Decision No. R18-0435-I (mailed on June 8, 2018) adopted a procedural schedule and set the hearing for August 17, 2018 at 9:00 a.m. in Commission hearing room.  

6. On July 19, 2018, Ms. Culp filed answer testimony and attachments on behalf of LETA.  

7. The Unopposed Motion states that Ms. Culp’s office is in Loveland, Colorado; no party intends to cross-examine Ms. Culp at the hearing; and after conferral, all counsel have agreed that Ms. Culp need not appear and will not contest the admissibility of her written testimony.

8. The ALJ has no clarifying questions for Ms. Culp.

9. The Unopposed Motion states good cause to excuse Ms. Culp from appearing at the hearing and will be granted.  

10. Since it is not contested, response time to the Unopposed Motion also will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. LETA’s Unopposed Motion for Kimberly Culp to be Excused from Appearing as a Witness at the Hearing on August 17, 2018 and for Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion), filed on August 15, 2018, by the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority, is granted.  

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion shall be waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure,  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 (2015).  

3. Ms. Kimberly Culp is excused from appearing as a witness at the August 17, 2018 hearing.  
4. The admissibility of Ms. Culp’s answer testimony and attachments shall be addressed as a preliminary matter at the hearing.  
5. This Decision is effective immediately.
