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I. STATEMENT

1. Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and Lyft, Inc. (Lyft or Respondent) are the Parties to this Proceeding.  The procedural history of this Proceeding is set forth in previously issued Decisions, and is repeated here to put this Decision into context.
2. A detailed procedural schedule was adopted in Decision No. R18-0131-I (mailed on February 21, 2018), and was modified in Decision No. R18-0232-I (mailed on April 6, 2018).  Pursuant to that schedule, on March 23, 2018, Staff filed its list of witnesses, summaries of the direct testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits that Staff intends to offer into evidence at the hearing, and served the same on counsel for Lyft.

3. On June 15, 2018, the Parties filed a Joint Stipulated Motion for Stay, stating that “[s]imilar issues are currently being litigated in another matter before the Commission,” PUC v. Rasier, LLC, 17G-0783TNC and requesting a stay of this proceeding pending the resolution of common legal issues in Proceeding No. 17G-0783TNC.
  At the time, pending before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) in Proceeding No. 17G-0783TNC was a Petition for Declaratory Order that requested a decision on those common legal issues.  
4. On June 19, 2018, the ALJ issued Decision No. R18-0480-I in this Proceeding that granted the Joint Stipulated Motion for Stay, but also required the Parties to file a Joint Status Report within 14 days of the issuance of the decision in Proceeding No. 17G-0783TNC on the Petition for Declaratory Order.
  

5. On July 13, 2018, the ALJ issued Decision No. R18-0558-I, ruling on the Petition for Declaratory Order in Proceeding No. 17G-0783TNC.  

6. On July 27, 2018, the Parties filed their Joint Status Report, stating that “they do not have a reason why the stay in this case should remain in place and have stipulated that the stay should be lifted.”
  The Parties also stated that they would file “a stipulated motion with the [Commission] to adopt a new procedural schedule for this case and may request a pre-hearing conference to address other matters.”
 

7. Decision No. R18-0694-I (mailed on August 16, 2018) lifted the stay entered in this Proceeding and ordered the Parties to file, no later than August 24, 2018, a joint motion proposing a stipulated procedural schedule or competing schedules.
   

8. On August 24, 2018, the Parties filed a Joint Motion for Procedural Schedule and Request for Scheduling Conference (Joint Motion).  The Parties have proposed a stipulated procedural schedule, as follows:


a)
The Parties agree to exchange documents informally no later than 60 days prior to the hearing.
 
b)
The Parties agree that 40 days prior to hearing Respondent will file, and serve on counsel for Staff, its list of witnesses, summaries of the direct testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits that it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.

 
c)
The Parties agree that the deadline for filing prehearing motions, including but not limited to any dispositive motions, motions in limine, or motions to strike, will be 45 days before the hearing.  Any response to a pre-hearing motion will be filed 21 days before the hearing, and any reply will be filed 14 days before the hearing.
  

9. The Parties also request that the ALJ set a scheduling conference in November for the purpose of setting this case for hearing.  The Parties anticipate a hearing date in March 2019.
  
10. The Joint Motion states good cause and will be granted.  The ALJ will adopt the proposed procedural schedule, with one necessary addition.
  The ALJ will set a prehearing conference in order to schedule the hearing.  Other procedural matters may also be addressed.  
11. All parties must appear at the prehearing conference.  Failure to attend or to participate in the prehearing conference is a waiver of any objection to the rulings made, to procedural matter adopted, and to the hearing dates scheduled during the prehearing conference.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Joint Motion for Procedural Schedule and Request for Scheduling Conference, filed on August 24, 2018 by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and Lyft, Inc. (Respondent) is granted, consistent with the discussion in this Decision.

3. The following procedural schedule shall be adopted for this Proceeding:

a)
The Parties shall exchange documents informally no later than 60 days prior to the first day of the hearing.
 
b)
Respondent shall file, and serve on counsel for Staff, 40 days before the first day of the hearing, its list of witnesses, summaries of the direct testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits that it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.

 
c)
The deadline for filing prehearing motions, including but not limited to any dispositive motions, motions in limine, or motions to strike, shall be 45 days before the first day of the hearing.  Any response to a pre-hearing motion will be filed 21 days before the first day of the hearing, and any reply will be filed 14 days before the first day of the hearing.  


d)
Any stipulations or settlement agreements shall be filed no later than 10 days before the first day of the hearing.  

4. The Parties shall comply with the filing requirements and deadlines set forth in the adopted procedural schedule.    

5. Other procedural orders may be adopted in future Interim Decisions.  

6. This Decision is effective immediately.
