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I. STATEMENT

1. A more detailed procedural schedule is included in Decision No. R18-0676-I.  The procedural facts relevant to this Decision are included below.  

2. On August 15, 2018, the Administrative Law Judge issued Decision 
No. R18-0676-I that, among other things, set a deadline of August 22, 2018 for the parties to file a joint motion that includes a proposed schedule or a schedule proposed by each party together with a brief explanation by each party explaining its proposed schedule and why it is preferable to the schedule proposed by the other party. 

3. On August 22, 2018, the parties filed a Joint Motion for Procedural Schedule and Request for Scheduling Conference (Joint Motion) in which they request that a prehearing conference be scheduled in November 2018 with an eye toward scheduling the hearing in February 2019.  The parties state that the prehearing conference cannot be scheduled before November 2018 “due to Counsels’ Fall calendars.”
  The parties also raise the possibility in the Joint Motion of consolidating this proceeding with other Civil Penalty Assessment Notice proceedings involving Lyft, Inc. (Respondent) that are pending before the Commission, which the parties state can be discussed at the proposed prehearing conference.  
4. Based on the foregoing, a prehearing conference shall be scheduled for November 1, 2018 at 11:00 a.m. in Hearing Room B.  

5. All parties must appear at the prehearing conference. Failure to attend or to participate in the prehearing conference is a waiver of any objection to the rulings made, to the procedural schedule established, and to the hearing dates scheduled during the prehearing conference.
6. In the Joint Motion, the parties also stipulated to the following procedural schedule:

a)
Exchange of documents no later than 60 days prior to the hearing.

b)
Forty days before the hearing, Commission Staff (Staff) will file, and serve on counsel for Respondent, its list of witnesses and exhibits, summaries of the direct testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits that it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.

c)
Twenty-one days before the hearing, Respondent will file, and serve on counsel for Staff, its list of witnesses and exhibits, summaries of the direct testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits that it intends to offer into evidence at the hearing.

d)
The deadline for filing prehearing motions, including but not limited to any dispositive motions, motions in limine, or motions to strike, is 45 days before the hearing.  The deadlines to file any response to a pre-hearing motion and any reply in support of a prehearing motion are 21 and 14 days before the hearing, respectively.
  

7. The issues raised in this proceeding and Proceeding Nos. 18G-0235TNC and 18G-0272TNC are similar.  Moreover, the parties and counsel are the same in the three proceedings.  For the sake of efficiency, therefore, the prehearing conference will be a joint prehearing conference held in this proceeding and in Proceeding Nos. 18G-0235TNC and 
18G-0272TNC.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. A prehearing conference in this proceeding is scheduled as follows:
