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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 7, 2018, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  
2. The Commission gave public Notice of the Application (Notice) on June 8, 2018, and established an intervention period.  Any person desiring to intervene in or participate as a party in this proceeding was required to file a petition for leave to intervene, or other appropriate pleadings to become a party, within 30 days after the date of the Notice.

3. On July 9, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a Motion to Intervene.  Public Service is an operating public utility as defined in 
§ 40-1-103, C.R.S., and is engaged in the provision of transmission, natural gas, steam, and electric service in the State of Colorado.  Public Service states that this Proceeding may substantially affect its tangible and pecuniary interests and no other party could adequately represent those interests.  Specifically, Public Service states that it has a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) for service territory directly contiguous to CNG’s proposed Phase II, which is in uncertificated territory, and that Public Service has natural gas facilities geographically nearby the planned development as represented in Exhibit I to CNG’s Application.  Public Service further states that it is ready, willing, and able to provide service to the territory for which CNG requests a CPCN and that granting the requested CPCN would preclude Public Service from providing service in an area adjacent to its existing certificated territory.

4. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held July 19, 2018, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

5. Rule 1401(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 provides, in pertinent part, regarding permissive intervention:

A motion to permissively intervene shall state the specific grounds relied upon for intervention; the claim or defense within the scope of the Commission’s jurisdiction on which the requested intervention is based, including the specific interest that justifies intervention; and why the filer is positioned to represent that interest in a manner that will advance the just resolution of the proceeding. The motion must demonstrate that the subject proceeding may substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests of the movant (or those it may represent) and that the movant’s interests would not otherwise be adequately represented. … The Commission will consider these factors in determining whether permissive intervention should be granted.  Subjective, policy, or academic interest in a proceeding is not a sufficient basis to intervene. 
6. No response was filed to the motion referenced above.  Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, it is found that a sufficient showing has been demonstrated that this proceeding may substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests of the party requesting intervention that would not otherwise be adequately represented.  The request for permissive intervention will be granted.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Motion to Intervene filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on July 9, 2018, is granted.  Public Service is granted intervenor status in the proceeding.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
