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I. statement

1. This Interim Decision construes the Joint Status Report on Settlement Negotiations as a Joint Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File a Settlement Agreement (Joint Unopposed Motion), grants the Joint Unopposed Motion and the requested extension of time to and including September 24, 2018, and waives response time to the Joint Unopposed Motion.  
2. Rasier, LLC (Rasier) is a Transportation Network Company regulated by the Commission pursuant to §§ 40-10.1-601 et seq., C.R.S., and Rules 6700 et seq. of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6 (2016).
3. Proceeding No. 17G-0783TNC commenced on November 20, 2017 when Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) issued Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 119221 to Rasier.  Proceeding No. 18G-0018TNC commenced on January 2, 2018 when Staff issued CPAN No. 120466 to Rasier.  The two proceedings were consolidated by Decision No. R18-0102-I (mailed on February 9, 2018).
4. The procedural histories of Proceeding Nos. 17G-0783TNC and 18G-0018TNC are set forth in decisions previously issued in these Proceedings, and they are repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

5. Staff and Rasier are the only parties to this proceeding.  

6. Decision No. R18-0706-I (mailed on August 20, 2018) granted the Joint Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule, filed by Staff and Rasier on August 20, 2018.  That Decision vacated all discovery deadlines, the deadlines for Staff and Rasier each to file their witness lists, detailed summaries of witness testimonies, and copies of exhibits to be offered into evidence at the hearing, the deadline for filing prehearing motions, and the deadline for filing all written Stipulations and Settlement Agreements.  The Decision did not vacate the existing hearing dates of December 6 and 7, 10 through 14, and 17 through 20, 2018.

7. Decision No. R18-0706-I also directed Staff and Rasier to file by September 10, 2018, a joint pleading providing a Status Report on the progress of their settlement negotiations and requesting:  (a) approval of a settlement agreement; (b) additional time if they are in the process of finalizing a settlement; (c) a scheduling conference to reset a procedural schedule if they cannot reach a settlement; or (d) other appropriate relief.

8. On September 10, 2018, Staff and Rasier filed the Joint Motion, stating that they “believe that they have reached a global settlement in principle, and are working on the final details and drafting of the settlement agreement.”  Staff and Rasier request an extension of time until September 24, 2018, to finalize and to file a written settlement agreement.
 
9. The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will construe the Status Report on Settlement Negotiations as a Joint Unopposed Motion for an extension of time to file the settlement agreement.  

10. The ALJ finds the Joint Unopposed Motion states good cause and will be granted.  The ALJ will grant the requested extension of time until September 24, 2018, within which to file the written settlement agreement.  

11. Since both Parties to this proceeding concur in the relief requested in the Joint Unopposed Motion, response time will be waived.  

12. The ALJ may wish to have a hearing on the settlement agreement on one of the hearing dates already scheduled in December 2018.  Such timing should give the Parties ample time to file the settlement agreement, to file their contemplated Motion to Consolidate this Proceeding with Consolidated Proceeding No. 18G-0233TNC (a CPAN proceeding now before ALJ Garvey) and Proceeding No. 18G-0249TNC (a CPAN proceeding now before ALJ Farley), and to receive a ruling on the Motion to Consolidate.  Counsel for Staff and Rasier will be directed to confer about their preferred date for a hearing on the settlement agreement in December 2018, and to report the same when they file the settlement agreement.  A notice of hearing on the settlement agreement will be issued by a separate decision.  

13. If the ALJ determines that no hearing on the settlement agreement is necessary, he will so advise counsel and will vacate the December hearing dates by a separate decision.  

II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Joint Status Report on Settlement Negotiations, filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) and Rasier, LLC (Rasier) on September 10, 2018, shall be construed as a Joint Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File a Settlement Agreement.  

2. As so construed, the Joint Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File a Settlement Agreement shall be granted.  

3. Response time to the Joint Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File a Settlement Agreement shall be waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   
4. Staff and Rasier shall be granted an extension of time until September 24, 2018, within which to finalize and to file a written settlement agreement in this Consolidated Proceeding.  
5. Counsel for Staff and Rasier shall confer about their preferred date for a hearing on the settlement agreement among the hearing dates already set in December 2018, and shall report the same when they file the settlement agreement.  
6. Other procedural matters in this Proceeding may be addressed in future Interim Decisions.  
7. This Decision is effective immediately.
