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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On August 7, 2018, Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (LETA) filed its Motion to Withdraw Intervention, requesting that it be dismissed as a party.  Through this Decision, the assigned Hearing Commissioner construes the Motion to Withdraw Intervention as notice that LETA has withdrawn as a party to the proceeding.  The Hearing Commissioner acknowledges LETA’s withdrawal as a party effective as of the date of its filing, August 7, 2018.

B. Background, Findings, and Conclusions

2. On July 13, 2017, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink), filed Advice Letter No. 3157 for an initial tariff regarding Next Generation 911 ESInet services. The matter was referred to Hearing Commissioner Wendy Moser through Decision No. C17-0654, issued August 11, 2017. 

3. The Hearing Commissioner addressed interventions through Decision 
No. R17-0776-I, issued September 25, 2017.  LETA was permitted permissive intervention as a party in this proceeding. 

4. Parties in this proceeding sought multiple extensions to the procedural schedule. Currently, hearings in this matter are scheduled for November 6 through 8, 2018. Direct testimony has not yet been filed, and is due no later than September 7, 2018.

5. In response to LETA’s motion,
 Staff of the  Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) states that Rule 1401 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, requires a motion to intervene, but does not require a motion or for a party to otherwise provide good cause to later withdraw its intervention.  Staff contends that LETA need only file a notice to withdraw.  Staff also states that the basis of LETA’s withdrawal “lies with specific subjects of ongoing settlement negotiation between the remaining parties to this proceeding.”
  Staff requests the Commission notice LETA’s withdrawal without otherwise considering statements regarding settlement. 

6. CenturyLink and the Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority (BRETSA) each filed a response to LETA’s filing.  CenturyLink and BRETSA agree with Staff. CenturyLink, alternatively, requests the Commission grant the motion without addressing the additional statements included by LETA regarding settlement discussions. 

7. The Hearing Commissioner agrees with Staff that notice of withdrawal for a permissive intervenor is sufficient in these circumstances.  LETA is not required to show good cause to be dismissed from the proceeding.  The Motion to Withdraw Intervention is construed as a notice to withdraw as of the date of its filing, August 7, 2018.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Motion to Withdraw Intervention filed August 7, 2018, by the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (LETA) is construed as a notice of withdrawal effective on the date of its filing.  LETA is no longer a party to this proceeding.  

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
