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I. statement

1. On August 7, 2018, THEBVBC LLC (BVBC) initiated the captioned proceeding by filing an application seeking a Certificate of Public Necessity and Convenience to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  

2. BVBC states in its Application that it has retained counsel for the above captioned proceeding.

3. On  August 13, 2018, the Commission provided public notice of the Application to extend the permit by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in call and demand charter service and call-and-demand shuttle service
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield,  Denver, Douglas and Jefferson, State of Colorado .

4. On August 23, 2018, Aspire Tours (Aspire) filed its Entry of Appearance and Petition of Intervention through Kathrin Troxler.  Ms. Troxler is identified as an owner in the filing, but the filing states that Aspire has retained counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority No. 55865 held by Aspire. 

5. On August 23, 2018, counsel for Aspire also filed his Entry of Appearance. 

6. On September 19, 2018, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

7. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the intervention of Aspire.

8. Since the Application is contested it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  Applicant has requested venue in Denver, Colorado. Aspire did not object to Applicant’s venue request in its intervention.  Accordingly, the ALJ will convene the hearing in Denver at the offices of the Commission.

9. Since both parties are represented by counsel, the parties are directed to confer and advise the ALJ no later than October 15, 2018, of a mutually-acceptable date or dates for an evidentiary hearing to be conducted in November or December 2018. 

10. The parties shall also confer and advise the ALJ as to the dates for the disclosure of exhibits and a list of witnesses to be called in any hearing by October 15, 2018.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The intervention of Aspire Tours is granted.

2. The parties shall contact the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on or before October 15, 2018, to communicate their availability for hearing and dates for disclosures in this matter as described in Section I, Paragraph No. 9 and Paragraph No. 10.  

3. The ALJ will issue a subsequent procedural order confirming the date, time, and location of the hearing and dates for disclosures.  

4. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Decision.  

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
