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I. statement

1. On May 15, 2018, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG)  filed Advice Letter 
No. 86-Gas with supporting testimony and attachments.  The proposed effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 86-Gas is June 15, 2018. 
2. On May 22, 2018, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Protest, Notice of Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance, and Request for Hearing.  OCC is an intervenor as of right and a party in this proceeding
3. On June 8, 2018, by Decision No. C18-0430, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs for 120 days pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., and referred the matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. On June 12, 2018, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1401, and Request for Hearing.  As required by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-1-1007(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, in that filing Staff identified the Trial Advocacy (litigation) Staff and the Advisory Staff.  Staff is an intervenor as of right and a party in this proceeding.

5. On June 20, 2018, by Decision No. R18-0483-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for July 17, 2018. 

6. On July 2018, by Decision No. R18-0571-I, a procedural schedule was adopted which scheduled an evidentiary hearing in this proceeding to be held on September 25 through 28, 2018.
7. On September 20, 2018, CNG filed its Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Dates and Notice of Settlement (Unopposed Motion). In the Unopposed Motion, CNG states the parties have reached an agreement and request that the evidentiary hearing scheduled for September 25 through 28, 2018 be vacated.

8. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the Unopposed Motion.  If the undersigned ALJ determines that a hearing on the settlement is necessary, it shall be noticed in a future decision. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Dates and Notice of Settlement, filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., on September 20, 2018 is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for September 25 through September 28, 2018 is vacated.

3. If a hearing on the settlement is required it shall be noticed by a future decision.
4. This Decision is effective immediately.
