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I. STATEMENT
1. This Interim Decision requests that the Parties in this matter confer and report to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) regarding dates they and their witnesses would be available in October 2018 for a hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement filed on September 24, 2018 by Rasier, LLC (Rasier) and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) in these Consolidated Proceedings.  

A. Procedural History.
2. Detailed procedural histories of the above-captioned proceedings are set forth in in Decisions previously issued in these Proceedings and are repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision into context.
3. Decision No. R18-0166-I (mailed on March 7, 2018), in Proceeding 
Nos. 17G-0783TNC and18G-0018TNC, scheduled an evidentiary hearing on the Civil Penalty Assessments or Notices of Complaint to Appear for December 6 and 7, 10 through 14, and 17 through 20, 2018.  
4. Pursuant to Rule 1402 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Decision No. R18-0840-I (mailed on September 19, 2018) consolidated Proceeding Nos. 17G-0783TNC, 18G-0018TNC, 18G-0233TNC, 18G-0234TNC, and 18G-0249TNC.  
5. Decision No. R18-0840-I, ¶ 46 at page 13, vacated all pending procedural deadlines in Proceeding Nos. 17G-0783TNC, 18G-0018TNC, 18G-0233TNC, 18G-0234TNC, and 18G-0249TNC, except for the requirements in Decision No. R18-0770-I (mailed on September 11, 2018) that the Parties file the written global settlement agreement no later than September 24, 2018 and that counsel for Staff and Rasier must confer about and report to the ALJ their preferred date, from the hearing dates already set in December 2018, for a hearing on the global settlement agreement.  
6. On September 24, 2018, Rasier and Staff filed a Joint Unopposed Motion to Approve Global Settlement Agreement, Expedite Hearing Date, and Waive Response Time (Joint Unopposed Motion).  A Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Global Settlement Agreement) was filed as Attachment A to the Joint Unopposed Motion.  

B. Ruling on the Joint Unopposed Motion.
7. Since it is unopposed, response time to the Joint Unopposed Motion will be waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  
8. In addition to a waiver of response time, the Joint Unopposed Motion requests that:  (1) the Global Settlement Agreement be fully approved without modification; and (2) that any hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement be held in October 2018, rather than in December 2018.  

9. The ALJ has determined that a hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement will be beneficial and necessary to determine whether the settlement is just and reasonable and not contrary to the public interest.  Staff and Rasier each should be prepared to present the testimony of one witness to explain why the witness believes the Global Settlement Agreement is just, reasonable, and not contrary to the public interest, as well as how the terms of the Global Settlement Agreement would be enforced.  

10. The ALJ will grant the request to expedite the hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement to October 2018.  

11. The request in the Joint Unopposed Motion to approve the Global Settlement Agreement without modification will be taken under advisement pending the hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement and the issuance of a Recommended Decision.  

12. To assist the Parties in selecting proposed hearing dates, as of the date of this Interim Decision, the ALJ and Advisory Staff are available only on the following dates:  October 11, 18, 19, 22, 23, 25, 26, 29, and 30, 2018.

13. Counsel for Staff and Rasier will be ordered to consult regarding dates, from among those dates available in October 2018, for a hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement.  The ALJ will order Staff to coordinate these discussions.
14. Counsel for Staff and Rasier will be ordered to file a report no later than 5:00 p.m. on October 1, 2018, stating a preferred date and a secondary date, from among those dates available in October 2018, for a hearing on the Global Settlement Agreement.
15. The following previously scheduled hearing dates will be vacated:  December 6 and 7, 10 through 14, and 17 through 20, 2018.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 

1. The Joint Unopposed Motion to Approve Global Settlement Agreement, Expedite Hearing Date, and Waive Response Time, filed on September 24, 2018 by Rasier, LLC (Rasier) and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), in this Consolidated Proceeding is granted in part consistent with the foregoing discussion.  The request to expedite the hearing on the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement shall be granted.  

2. The remainder of the Joint Unopposed Motion to Approve Global Settlement Agreement, Expedite Hearing Date, and Waive Response Time, requesting approval of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement without modification, shall be taken under advisement pending the hearing on the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and the issuance of a Recommended Decision.  
3. Response time to the Joint Unopposed Motion to Approve Global Settlement Agreement, Expedite Hearing Date, and Waive Response Time shall be waived, pursuant to Rule 1308(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  

4. Consistent with the discussion in ¶¶ I.B.12 through 14 of this Interim Decision, counsel for Staff shall consult with counsel for Rasier regarding dates, from among those dates available in October 2018, for a hearing on the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  Counsel for Staff shall coordinate these discussions.  
5. Counsel for Staff and Rasier will be ordered to file a report no later than 5:00 p.m. on October 1, 2018, stating a preferred date and a secondary date, from among those dates available in October 2018, for a hearing on the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  

6. The following hearing dates still scheduled in Proceeding Nos. 17G-0783TNC, 
18G-0018TNC, 18G-0233TNC, 18G-0234TNC, and 18G-0249TNC shall be vacated:  December 6 and 7, 10 through 14, and 17 through 20, 2018.  
7. Other procedural matters in this Consolidated Proceeding may be addressed in future Interim Decisions.
8. This Interim Decision is effective immediately. 
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
