I. STATEMENT
1. On July 30, 2018, sPower Development Company, LLC (sPower) filed the 
above-captioned proceedings with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.

2. On October 5, 2018, the Joint Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Colorado Independent Energy Association, and NextEra Energy Resources, LLC (collectively, Joint Movants), to Stay Procedural Schedule Pending Disposition of Motion to Dismiss, and Request for Shortened Response Time (Joint Motion) was filed.

3. The Joint Movants request a shortened response time of seven days in which parties may respond to the Joint Motion.
4. In accordance with Rule 1400(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, counsel for Public Service conferred with counsel for sPower regarding the request to shorten response time.  Counsel further reports that sPower does not oppose the request for shortened response time to this Joint Motion.  Staff of the Commission takes no position on the Joint Motion.

5. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, response time to the Joint Motion will be shortened as ordered below.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Request for Shortened Response Time to the Joint Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Colorado Independent Energy Association, and NextEra Energy Resources, LLC, and to Stay Procedural Schedule Pending Disposition of Motion to Dismiss (Joint Motion) is granted. 
2. Any party desiring to file a response to the Joint Motion shall do so on or before October 12, 2018. 

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
