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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On July 13, 2017, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink) filed Advice Letter No. 3157 for an initial tariff regarding Next Generation 911 ESInet services. The matter was referred to Hearing Commissioner Wendy Moser through Decision No. C17-0654, issued August 11, 2017. 

2. Parties in this proceeding sought multiple extensions to the procedural schedule. Currently, hearings in this matter are scheduled November 6 through 8, 2018. 

3. On August 31, 2018, CenturyLink filed jointly on behalf of all Settling Parties,
 a Motion requesting an order approving the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Settlement) attached as Exhibit 1 to the Motion. 

4. Through Decision No. R18-0754-I, issued September 7, 2018, prior testimony filing deadlines in the proceeding were suspended. On September 20, 2018, by Decision No. R18-0844-I, the Hearing Commissioner required pre-filed written testimony supporting the Settlement and addressing certain questions no later than October 12, 2018. 

5. On October 12, 2018, CenturyLink proffered testimony of two witnesses, Mr. Stephen Doyle and Mr. Daniel Gordon. Mr. Doyle’s and Mr. Gordon’s testimony responds to the series of questions set forth in Decision No. R18-0844-I, and otherwise support the Settlement. 

6. Based on review of the written filings in this proceeding, including without limitation the written testimony provided in support of the Settlement, this Hearing Commissioner finds that the hearing date of November 6, 2018, should be vacated. 

The hearing dates of November 7 and 8, 2018, are retained. The November 7, 2018, hearing shall commence at 12:30 p.m., and extend until concluded, but no later than 5 p.m. 

7. The November 8, 2018, hearing shall commence at 9:00 am until concluded, but no later than 5 p.m.

8. CenturyLink shall make Mr. Doyle available for questioning at hearing. The Hearing Officer requires a brief direct examination of Mr. Doyle to explain how Presence Information Data Format Location Object and Session Initiation Protocol termination will be incorporated into the ESInet call delivery as these services become available, and whether inclusion of these services necessitate changes to tariffed pricing to public safety answering points. Otherwise, witness Doyle shall come prepared to address questions regarding support of the Settlement and written testimony.

9. Mr. Gordon is dismissed from appearing at the November 7 and 8, 2018, hearing. His testimony, which is accompanied by a signed affidavit, shall be offered at hearing for stipulation into the record, consistent with directions in this Decision. 

10. In addition, the Hearing Commissioner requests Commission Telecommunications Trial Staff Chief, Lynn Notarianni, be available for questioning on November 7, 2018. Questions to Ms. Notarianni will relate to Staff’s support of the Settlement and its understanding of how the Settlement is in the public interest. 

11. Parties shall pre-mark hearing exhibits corresponding to the pre-filed testimony and exhibits prior to the start of hearings. Confidential and highly confidential hearing exhibits should be marked as such (e.g., Confidential Hearing Exhibit No. XXA, Highly Confidential Hearing Exhibit No. XXB) and provided in separate and sealed envelopes. A court reporter will be available at least one hour prior to the start of the first day of hearing.

12. Parties are advised that, as a preliminary matter at the start of hearing on November 7, 2018, the Hearing Commissioner will address admitting prefiled testimony and exhibits as stipulated into the evidentiary record. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The hearing in this proceeding scheduled for November 6, 2018, is vacated. 

2. Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC, witness Daniel Gordon is excused from hearing, consistent with the discussion above.
