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I. statement

1. On October 12, 2018, Petitioner Thomas Snoke filed a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations-Driver (Petition).  In the Petition, Mr. Snoke seeks a waiver of Commission Rule 6102(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, to allow Petitioner to drive for a Jeep-touring company.
  Mr. Snoke submitted with his Petition a medical evaluation form, but not the Medical Examination Report and Medical Examiner’s Certificate required by the Commission.  Mr. Snoke also did not submit the results of his motor vehicle records search for the three years preceding the date of the Petition, as required by the Commission.  

2. For these reasons, the Commission sent a deficiency letter to Mr. Snoke on October 15, 2018 informing him of the deficiencies in his Petition and requesting that he submit the documentation noted above.  The letter stated the address of the website of the Division of Motor Vehicles of Colorado’s Department of Revenue at which a driving record can be requested.  The Commission mailed the letter to the physical and email addresses provided by Mr. Snoke in his Petition.  The deadline to provide the requested documents was October 25, 2018. 

3. On October 23, 2018, Mr. Snoke supplemented his Petition with a signed Medical Examiner’s Certificate and the results of a search of the Colorado Bureau of Investigation’s arrest-record database.  However, Mr. Snoke did not provide the Medical Examination Report or a copy of his driving record, as required by the October 15, 2018 deficiency letter.   

4. On October 24, 2018, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution
.  The Petition was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ. 

5. Mr. Snoke has not provided the Medical Examination Report or a copy of his driving record that were requested in the Commission’s October 15, 2018 deficiency letter.  Both documents are necessary to allow the Commission to make a fully-informed decision about whether to grant the requested waiver.  For this reason, the Petition shall be dismissed without prejudice.  

6. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ hereby transmits to the Commission the record of this proceeding and this written recommended decision. 
II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations-Driver filed by Thomas Snoke on October 12, 2018 is dismissed without prejudice. 

2. Proceeding No. 18V-0702CP is closed.  

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
