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I. STATEMENT

1. This Interim Decision memorializes the Administrative Law Judge’s (ALJ) decision to grant the Unopposed Motion for Two-Day Extension of Time to File Post-Hearing Position Statements (Unopposed Motion) filed by Monaghan Farms, Inc. (Monaghan Farms) on December 18, 2018.  
A. Procedural History.
2. On May 18, 2018, the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) filed an Application on behalf of Weld County, Colorado, requesting authority to abolish the existing crossing of Weld County Road 2.5 with the tracks of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) at railroad milepost 20.46 of the Greeley Subdivision, National Inventory No. 804480L, near the City of Brighton, Weld County, State of Colorado.

3. The procedural history of the above-captioned proceeding is set forth in detail in Decisions previously issued in this Proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Interim Decision into context.  
4. In addition to Applicant CDOT, the Parties to this Proceeding are UPRR, whose intervention by right was acknowledged by Decision No. R18-0662-I (mailed on August 9, 2018); Monaghan Farms, whose unopposed permissive intervention was granted by Decision No. R18-0662-I; and Weld County Department of Public Works, whose unopposed permissive intervention was granted by Decision No. R18-0876-I (mailed on September 26, 2018).  

5. Decision No. R18-0918-I (mailed on October 17, 2018) rescheduled the evidentiary hearing in Denver, Colorado for December 3 and 4, 2018 and amended the procedural schedule to establish the due date of December 18, 2018 for filing post-hearing statements of position. 

6. The evidentiary hearing was heard on December 3 and 4, 2018. After the close of the evidence, the ALJ confirmed the due date for filing statements of position with counsel for all parties.  

7. On December 18, 2018, Monaghan Farms filed the Unopposed Motion seeking a two-day extension of time for all parties to file post-hearing statements of position.  Monaghan Farms conferred with counsel for the other parties and reported that none opposed the extension of time as long as it applied to all parties.  

8. Since no parties object to the extension of time, if all parties have the same due date for filing statements of position, the Unopposed Motion is not contested.  Therefore, response time to the Unopposed Motion will be waived.  

9. The ALJ finds and concludes that the Unopposed Motion states good cause and will be granted.  The deadline for all parties to file post-hearing statements of position will be extended to and including December 20, 2018.  

10. Since the Unopposed Motion was filed in mid-afternoon of December 18, 2018, the due date for statements of position, time was of the essence in ruling on and communicating the ALJ’s decision to counsel.  Therefore, the ALJ granted the unopposed Motion on December 18, 2018, and communicated that decision to all counsel for the parties by electronic mail.  This Interim Decision memorializes that ruling.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Two-Day Extension of Time to File Post-Hearing Position Statements (Unopposed Motion) filed by Monaghan Farms, Inc. on December 18, 2018 is granted.  

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion shall be waived.  

3. The deadline for all parties to file post-hearing statements of position shall be extended to and including December 20, 2018.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
