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I. statement 

1. On November 8, 2018, Ms. Anne DeFreitas (Petitioner) filed a Petition for an order of the Commission authorizing a waiver of Rule 6102 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.
 The Petition identifies the types of service that the waiver is intended for as “Taxi Uber.”  

2. On November 15, 2018, a letter was sent to the Petitioner requesting that she supplement her Petition with a letter from a medical professional/doctor giving a description of the medical condition and his or her opinion of the Petitioner’s ability to safely operate a motor vehicle for the purpose the Petitioner requests the waiver.

3. On November 21, 2018, this matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.
4. After a review of the documents filed in this proceeding, the undersigned ALJ believes that there are many flaws and inconsistences that are fatal to the Petition. 

5. The Petition requests a waiver of Rule 6102 which is a rule for the regulation of taxi drivers. The Petition later identifies the service the Petitioner intends to provide as “Taxi Uber.”  It is not clear if the Petitioner is requesting a waiver of Rule 6102 regulating taxi service or Rule 6713 for Transportation Network Companies (TNCs).

6. The medical examination report submitted is from the U.S. Department of Transportation and not a form provided by the Commission. The form states a skill performance evaluation is required, this evaluation is not provided in the State of Colorado for Taxi or TNC drivers.  Further, the examination was performed by a chiropractor.  Under Rule 6713(b) 4 CCR 723-6, the medical examination for a TNC driver cannot be completed by a chiropractor. 

7. Since the Petition and the accompanying documents are unclear as to what rule the Petitioner requests to have waived, the Petition shall be dismissed without prejudice. The Petitioner may file a new petition that clearly identifies what rule the Petitioner wishes to  be waived and supporting documents that comply with the requirements of the requested rule waiver.   

8. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ recommends that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The Petition for an order of the Commission authorizing a Waiver of Rule 6713 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, filed by Ms. Anne DeFreitas on November 8, 2018, is dismissed without prejudice.  

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
