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I. STATEMENT

A. Procedural history

1. The procedural history of this proceeding is set forth in detail in Interim Decision No. R18-1034-I.  The procedural facts relevant to this motion are included below.
2. On November 19, 2018, the undersigned ALJ Conor F. Farley issued Interim Decision No. R18-1034-I that, among other things, scheduled the hearing in this matter for January 17, 2019. 

3. On January 3, 2019, the parties filed a Stipulated Motion to Continue the hearing (Stipulated Motion).  In the Stipulated Motion, the parties state that they have been engaging in settlement discussions and would prefer to focus exclusively on those discussions.  The parties cannot predict at this time how long the settlement discussions may take.  As a result, they propose not to reschedule the hearing, but to order the parties “to file a status report within 30 days of the date of this motion to keep the C[omission] apprised of the Parties’ progress toward resolution.”
  
B. Analysis
4. The parties have stated good cause to grant the Stipulated Motion.  Accordingly, the Stipulated Motion shall be granted.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Stipulated Motion to Continue filed by the parties on January 3, 2019 is granted. 

2. The hearing scheduled for January 17, 2019 at 9:00 a.m. in Hearing Room B is vacated.   
3. The parties shall file a status report summarizing the Parties’ progress toward resolution of this proceeding every 30 days until the proceeding is resolved.  
4. This Decision is effective immediately.
