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I. statement  

1. On November 15, 2018, the City of Durango (City or Applicant) filed an Application requesting authority to widen the existing at-grade crossing of the Durango and Silverton Narrow Gauge Railroad at East 36th Street to include a multi-use trail, in the City of Durango, State of Colorado. That filing commenced this proceeding.    

2. On November 19, 2018, the Commission gave notice of the Application, established an intervention period, and established a procedural schedule.  This Decision shall vacate that procedural schedule.  

3. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held January 3, 2019, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.
A.
Interventions.  

4. On December 19, 2018, Isabelle Schueller filed a Petition for Leave to Intervene (Petition to Intervene).  Ms. Schueller states that she is a property owner directly affected by the proposed modifications set forth in the City’s Application concerning the crossing at 36th Street and Silverton Street.  Ms. Schueller opposes the granting of the City’s Application and requests permission to intervene in this proceeding.  Ms. Schueller does not appear to be represented by legal counsel in this matter.    
5. The Petition to Intervene of Ms. Schueller was timely filed.  
6. No objection to the Petition to Intervene was filed.  

7. Good cause is found to allow the intervention.  Accordingly, the Petition to Intervene is granted.  
8. Applicant and Intervenor, Ms. Schueller, collectively, are the Parties.  

B.
Prehearing Conference.  

9. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss discovery and other matters.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on January 31, 2019.  

10. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss a location for the hearing.  

11. At the prehearing conference, the Parties also must be prepared to discuss the following:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file copies of the exhibits and a list of witnesses it will offer in its direct case; (b) the date by which intervenor will file copies of the exhibits and a list of witnesses it will offer in its case; (c) the duration of the hearing and the proposed hearing dates; and (d) the date by which each Party will file its post-hearing statement of position.
  

12. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss any matter pertaining to discovery if the procedures and timeframes contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure are not sufficient.  

13. At the prehearing conference, a party may raise any additional issue.  

14. The ALJ expects the Parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates, including hearing dates, for the procedural schedule.  The Parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing dates that are acceptable to both Parties.  

15. All parties are expected to appear at the hearing. However, any party may appear by telephone by calling (303) 869-0599 a few minutes prior to the scheduled start of the hearing.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The procedural schedule established in the Notice of Application Filed dated November 19, 2018, is vacated.  

2. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:
