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I. STATEMENT

A. Background

1. A comprehensive recitation of the background of this proceeding is included in Decision No. R19-0050-I.  The facts relevant to this Decision are recited below.  

2. On January 14, 2019, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R19-0050-I that, among other things, scheduled a prehearing conference for January 24, 2019 at 1:30 p.m. 

3. On January 22, 2019, Trial Staff of the Commission (Trial Staff) filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference and for a Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion).  In the Unopposed Motion, Trial Staff states that the parties have reached a settlement agreement in principle, but have not yet reduced the agreement to writing.  Staff believes that the parties can reduce the settlement to a written agreement by the end of January 2019.  Staff states that the prehearing conference is unnecessary and requests that it be vacated.  Staff also requests that response time to the Unopposed Motion be waived, and that January 31, 2019 be established as the deadline for the parties to file: (a) a joint motion to approve the settlement agreement; or (b) a joint proposed prehearing schedule addressing all prehearing deadlines in the event the settlement agreement falls apart.  Finally, Staff states that it conferred with the other parties in this proceeding pursuant to Commission Rule 1400 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, concerning the Unopposed Motion and is authorized to represent that no party opposes the Unopposed Motion.    

B. Analysis

4. Trial Staff has stated good cause to grant the Unopposed Motion.  Accordingly, the Unopposed Motion shall be granted, response time to the Unopposed Motion shall be waived, the prehearing conference shall be vacated, and the parties shall be ordered to file the joint motion or the joint proposed prehearing schedule by January 31, 2019, as described in more detail above.   
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference and for a Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion) filed by Trial Staff of the Commission on January 22, 2019 is granted.  

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion is waived.  

3. The prehearing conference scheduled for January 24, 2019 at 1:30 p.m. is vacated.  

4. The parties shall file by January 31, 2019: (a) a joint motion to approve a settlement agreement that shall be provided therewith; or (b) a joint proposed prehearing schedule addressing all prehearing deadlines in the event the settlement agreement falls apart.  

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
