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I. STATEMENT

A. Background

1. A more comprehensive background of this proceeding is recited in Decision No. R19-0062-I.  The facts relevant to this Decision are recited below.  

2. On January 15, 2019, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R19-0062-I that scheduled both a joint prehearing conference with Proceeding 
No. 18A-0824G for January 25, 2019 at 9:00 a.m. and the hearing in this proceeding for April 3 and 4, 2019 at 8:30 a.m., and ordered the parties to confer regarding a schedule for this proceeding and to file a report regarding the results of the conferral on January 24, 2019.  

3. On January 24, 2019, the parties filed the report ordered in Decision 
No. R19-0062-I (Report). 

4. On January 25, 2019 at 9:00 a.m., the ALJ conducted the prehearing conference ordered in Decision No. R19-0062-I.  Both parties, Applicant Rocky Mountain Natural Gas LLC (RMNG) and Intervenor Trial Staff of the Commission (Trial Staff), attended.     

B. Pre- and Post-Hearing Schedule

6. At the prehearing conference, the ALJ and the parties discussed whether there is a disputed dispositive issue in the proceeding that is susceptible to determination before the hearing.  The ALJ then took a recess to allow the parties to confer concerning the question.  After reconvening, the parties proposed that RMNG have until February 8, 2019 to investigate and file a dispositive motion on the issue discussed at the pre-hearing conference, and Trial Staff be given until February 22, 2019 to file a response to any such motion.  The parties made it clear that no such dispositive motion may be filed after investigation.  

The parties have stated good cause for their proposed pre-hearing and 
post-hearing schedule, as amended with the deadlines for the dispositive motion and response thereto.  Accordingly, the proposed schedule, as amended with the deadlines for the dispositive motion and response thereto, shall be adopted.  In so ruling, the ALJ emphasizes that RMNG is

C. Re-Scheduling Hearing

8. In Decision No. R19-0062-I, the ALJ scheduled the hearing in this proceeding for April 3 and 4, 2019.  In that decision, the ALJ noted that if these dates do not work for one or more parties, the ALJ would address rescheduling the hearing at the prehearing conference.  

9. In their report and at the prehearing conference, the parties requested that the hearing be rescheduled to April 10 and 11, 2019.  These dates are the same as the dates proposed and adopted for the hearing in 18A-0824G.  While the parties agree that there is an insufficient degree of similarity between this proceeding and Proceeding No. 18A-0823G to justify consolidating the two proceedings, there is overlap between the two cases in terms of witnesses and evidence.  For the sake of efficiency, therefore, the hearing in this proceeding shall be conducted on April 10, 2019 from 8:30 p.m. to 12:00 p.m., and the hearing in Proceeding No. 18A-0824G shall commence on April 10, 2019 at 1:00 p.m., or as soon after the conclusion of the hearing in this proceeding as reasonably possible, and continue until completed, but in no event longer than April 11, 2019 at 4:30 p.m.
