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I. STATEMENT

A. Background

1. On December 21, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 940-Gas with supporting testimony and attachments.  On January 11, 2019, PSCo filed Advice Letter No. 940-Gas-Amended with supporting attachments.  The proposed effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 940-Gas-Amended (Attachment A to this Decision) is January 21, 2019.  

2. On January 10, 2019, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) submitted a Protest Letter.  Staff states that it needs time to analyze the proposed rates to ensure that the rates reflect ratemaking principles and take into account all relevant 2017 Federal Tax Cut and Jobs Act impacts.  Staff further states that a review of the proposed rates is appropriate because PSCo’s current pipeline tariffs are based on a 2013 test year but the proposed rates result from a revenue requirement based on 2018 costs.
3. By Decision No C19-0076 issued on January 18, 2019, the Commission set the tariff pages for hearing, which suspended the effective date for 120 days until May 21, 2019.  The Commission also set a deadline of 30 days from the mailing date of Decision No. C19-0076 for any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff pages, to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding by filing a motion to intervene with the Commission.  Finally, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

B. Prehearing Conference

4. It is appropriate to hold a prehearing conference in this proceeding in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-1.  Accordingly, a prehearing conference shall be scheduled for February 22, 2019 at 9:00 a.m. 

5. Assuming that one or more individuals or entities attempt to intervene in this proceeding, those intervenors and PSCo shall confer in advance of the prehearing conference regarding a schedule for this proceeding.  The parties shall file a report of the results of the conferral.  If the parties have agreed to a prehearing schedule, the report shall state as much and detail the stipulated prehearing schedule.  If the parties have not so agreed, the report shall state as much and identify the competing schedules proposed by the parties.  The deadline to file the report shall be February 21, 2019 at 2:00 p.m.
