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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 16, 2018, the City of Louisville (City) filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission seeking an order authorizing the installation of 4-quadrant railroad gates with flashing lights, bells, constant warning time circuitry, and new signal cabin, at the South Boulder Road crossing of BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) tracks in Boulder County, State of Colorado. BNSF intervened of right in this matter by filing a notice, and is a party to this proceeding. 

2. On January 24, 2019, by Decision No. R19-0084-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in the above-captioned matter for February 12, 2019, at 10:00 a.m. At the designated date and time, the prehearing conference was held. The City appeared through counsel of record, as did Intervener, BNSF. During the hearing, the parties agreed to the hearing dates, procedural schedule, and discovery limits outlined below, which the Administrative Law Judge approved as reasonable and appropriate.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties must exchange and file witness lists, exhibits, and exhibit lists by March 29, 2019.  At the evidentiary hearing, the parties must provide the Administrative Law Judge three paper copies of all exhibits they intend to seek to admit. 

2. Each party may propound up to 20 interrogatories, 20 requests for production of documents, and 20 requests for admission. The parties are limited to the number of depositions allowed under Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure 26. 

3. In lieu of closing argument, the parties may submit statements of position. Any party wishing to do so must file its statement of position by April 19, 2019.
