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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 31, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) 
filed an Application seeking Commission approval of proposals contained in their 
2019/2020 Demand-Side Management Plan application.  The Application was accompanied by pre-filed Direct Testimony and Attachments.
2. On October 10, 2018, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge. 

3. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.   

4. On January 31, 2019, Public Service filed its Notice of Settlement and Unopposed Motion to Amend the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Second Unopposed Motion to Amend). 

5. On February 5, 2019, by Decision No. R19-0141-I, the Second Unopposed Motion to Amend was granted.  The procedural schedule was amended as follows:

Stipulations and Settlements: 



February 8, 2019

Testimony Supporting the Settlement:

February 12, 2019

Hearing on the Settlement:



February 20-22, 2019

6. On February 8, 2019, Public Service filed an Unopposed Joint Motion for Approval of the Unopposed Comprehensive Settlement Agreement without Modification (Joint Motion), as well as Attachment A, the Unopposed Comprehensive Settlement Agreement (Settlement Agreement).  

7. Subsequently, testimony in support of the Settlement Agreement has been filed by Western Resource Advocates, the Colorado Energy Office, the Southwest Energy Efficiency Project, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and Public Service.

8. Based upon the Joint Motion, the Settlement Agreement, and the supporting testimony filed by the aforementioned parties, the hearing scheduled in this matter to be held on February 20 through 22, 2019, will be vacated and a hearing on the settlement will not be necessary.  

9. A recommended decision approving the Settlement Agreement and granting the Application will issue at a later date.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled in this matter to be held on February 20 through 22, 2019, is vacated.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
