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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. On December 31, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado filed a Verified Application seeking Commission approval to replace its current Gas Quality of Service Plan with a new one from January 1, 2019 through December 31, 2021 (Application). The Application includes testimony and exhibits. Because the Application includes testimony and exhibits, 
§ 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S. (2018), requires that a Commission decision issue within 120 days after the Application is deemed complete. 

2. On January 15, 2019, the Office of Consumer Counsel (the OCC) intervened of right, and on January 29, 2019, Colorado Public Utilities Commission Trial Staff (Trial Staff) also intervened of right. The OCC and Trial Staff both request a hearing on the Application pursuant to Rule 1401(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. 
3. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held February 6, 2019, the Commission deemed the Application complete, and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition. 

4. By Decision No. R19-0173-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference for February 21, 2019 at 2:30 p.m. At the designated date, time, and location, the prehearing conference was held. All parties appeared through counsel. During the hearing, the parties agreed to a hearing date and procedural schedule (outlined below), which the ALJ approved as reasonable and appropriate. The ALJ also entered other relevant orders (below). 

5. The parties also agreed an additional 90 days is necessary for a Commission decision to issue. The ALJ found that additional time beyond the 120-day statutory deadline set by § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., is required, and, consistent with § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., extended the deadline by 90 days. 

II. order
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Per § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., the statutory deadline for a Commission decision to issue in this proceeding is extended from 120 days to 210 days.

3. Answer and Settlement Testimony. The parties must file and serve answer and settlement testimony by March 18, 2019.  As settlement testimony serves the purpose of providing evidentiary support for a settlement agreement, all parties are permitted (but not required) to file settlement testimony. 

4. Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony. The parties must file and serve rebuttal and cross-answer testimony by April 15, 2019. 

5. Corrections to Testimony. The parties must file and serve any corrections to testimony by April 23, 2019. Corrections include minor changes, such as correcting typographical errors. The parties may only file the pages of the testimony that are corrected, and may not file the entire testimony again. Corrections to testimony do not include material or substantive changes to testimony. Parties wishing to make a material or substantive change to written testimony must file a motion establishing good cause. 

6. Stipulations, Settlement Agreements, Exhibits, and Witness Lists. The parties must file and serve stipulations, settlement agreements, witness lists, exhibits, and exhibit lists by April 29, 2019. At the hearing, the parties must provide the Administrative Law Judge with three paper copies of all exhibits they intend to seek to admit. 

7. Prehearing Motions. The parties must file and serve prehearing motions by May 1, 2019.  The parties must confer with each other prior to filing prehearing motions. 

8. Statements of Position. In lieu of closing argument, the parties may submit statements of position. Any party wishing to do so must file a statement of position by May 20, 2019. 
9. Unless inconsistent with this Decision, the parties must comply with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, throughout this proceeding.  
10. This Decision is effective immediately.
