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I. STATEMENT

A. Background
1. A more detailed procedural history of these consolidated proceedings is included in Decision Nos. R18-0496-I,
 R18-0676-I. R18-678-I,
 R18-0731-I, R18-0732-I,
 R18-0988-I, and R19-0025-I.
  The procedural facts relevant to this Decision are included below.  

2. In Decision No. R19-0025-I that issued on January 8, 2019, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted the parties’ first Stipulated Motion to Continue the hearing that was then scheduled for February 6 and 7, 2019.  As support for that motion, the parties stated that: (a) the lead attorney for Respondent Lyft, Inc. had a personal emergency that interfered with the ability of the Respondent to prepare for the hearing; and (b) they had been engaging in settlement discussions and would like more time to continue those discussions before the hearing.  The ALJ granted the motion and continued the hearing until March 21 and 22, 2019.  
3. On February 22, 2019, the parties filed their second Stipulated Motion to Continue (Stipulated Motion).  In the Stipulated Motion, the parties state that they have “continued to engage in settlement negotiations,” “believe that they are making good progress[,] and anticipate that [they] may be able to resolve the case.”
  For this reasons, they request a continuance until June 2019 to allow them to focus on their settlement discussions.   
B. Analysis
4. The parties have stated good cause to grant the Stipulated Motion.  Accordingly, the Stipulated Motion shall be granted.  The current hearing date shall be vacated and reset to June 13 and 14, 2019.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Stipulated Motion to Continue filed by the parties on February 22, 2019 is granted. 

2. The hearing scheduled for March 21 and 22, 2019 at 9:00 a.m. in Hearing Room B is vacated and reset as follows:
