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I. STATEMENT, findings, and conclusions

1. By Decision No. R19-0082-I, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Steve Denman issued an order granting Public Utilities Commission Trial Staff’s (Staff) Unopposed Partial Motion to Dismiss and Waive Response Time filed on January 15, 2019.  ALJ Denman’s order dismissed Count 1 of the Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 122579 without prejudice, and required the parties to file a joint status report every 30 days.
 This matter has since been transferred to the undersigned ALJ. 
2. On March 8, 2019, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Dismiss and Waive Response Time (Motion) seeking to dismiss the final remaining count, (Count 2), of the CPAN. The Motion does not state whether Staff seeks dismissal with or without prejudice.  The ALJ is ordering Staff to submit a filing clarifying this; if Staff seeks dismissal with prejudice, Staff will also clarify whether the dismissal of Count 1 should be modified to be dismissed with prejudice.

3. The ALJ is staying the requirement in Decision No. R19-0082-I to file status reports.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. By March 29, 2019, Public Utilities Commission Trial Staff (Staff) must file a pleading that clarifies whether it is seeking dismissal of Count 2 of the Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 122579 in this proceeding with or without prejudice. If Staff seeks dismissal of Count 2 with prejudice, Staff’s filing must also clarify whether dismissal of Count 1 of the same CPAN should be modified to be dismissed with prejudice. 
2. The on-going requirement to file a joint status report ordered by Decision No. R19-0082-I is stayed until further order.  This Decision does not impact any other provision of Decision No. R19-0082-I. 
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
