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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 25, 2019, Aspire Tours, LLC (Aspire) filed its Application for Permanent Authority to Extend Operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55865.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held March 6, 2019.

2. On February 15, 2019, CKIMY, LLC, doing business as iLimo (iLimo or Intervenor) timely intervened of right.  Aspire and iLimo are the only parties to the proceeding.

3. On March 29, 2019, iLimo filed its Motion for Leave to Amend Intervention.  In addition to addressing the basis of its intervention, iLimo supplemented the Secretary of States’ Certificate of Fact of Good Standing for Aspire Tours, LLC, Certificate No. 55931, and Certificate No. 55865 with the Commission’s search result for iLimo’s status.

4. On April 4, 2014, Aspire Tours LLC’s Consolidated Response in Opposition to the Motion for Leave to Amend Intervention and Response in Opposition to Amended Intervention of CKIMY, LLC doing business as iLimo was filed.

5. By Decision No. R19-0305-I, issued April 4, 2019, Aspire’s request to strike the invention of iLimo was denied, the Motion for Leave to Amend Intervention filed by iLimo on March 29, 2019 was denied to the extent it was rendered moot by the denial of Aspire’s request to strike the intervention, and a procedural schedule was adopted. The remainder of any pending requested relief will be addressed by this Decision.

6. Intervenor’s disclosure of exhibits being in advance of the procedural deadline established therefor, iLimo’s exhibits will be accepted.  To the extent of Aspire’s consolidated response not addressing matters previously decided, Aspire has not demonstrated any basis upon which the exhibits could not be disclosed for use at hearing.  Intervenor may further supplement additional exhibits prior to the deadline established in Decision No. R19-0305-I.
  The intervention of right having been found and the request to strike having been denied, the remainder of the requested relief was denied as moot by Decision R19-0305-I.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The exhibits filed by CKIMY, LLC, doing business as iLimo to date in this proceeding are accepted as disclosures pursuant to Decision No. R19-0305-I.

2. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
