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I. STATEMENT
1. On January 25, 2019, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) Advice Letter No. 150-Steam, accompanying tariff sheets, and supporting testimony and attachments.  The proposed effective date on the filed tariffs was February 25, 2019.  The Company states that the principal change in this filing is to place into effect new base rates for all steam service customers, who will replace and supersede the currently effective base rates in its Colorado P.U.C. No. 1 – Steam Tariff.  
By Decision No. C19-0152 (mailed on February 8, 2019), pursuant to 
§ 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission set for hearing the tariffs filed with Advice Letter 

2. No. 150-Steam and thereby suspended their effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date, or until June 25, 2019.  The Decision referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  Subsequently, the undersigned ALJ was assigned to preside over this Proceeding.

3. The procedural history of the above captioned Proceeding is set forth in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
4. Intervenors in this Proceeding are Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), the City and County of Denver, Colorado (Denver), and the Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC).
  

5. Decision No. R19-0191-I (mailed February 21, 2019) scheduled a prehearing conference for March 14, 2019.  Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Decision suspended the effective date of the tariff sheets that accompanied Advice Letter No. 150-Steam for an additional 90 days; that is, for a maximum period of 210 days or until September 23, 2019.  
6. At the prehearing conference, the Parties presented a consensus procedural schedule and proposed hearing dates.  Decision No. R19-0274-I (mailed on March 25, 2019) scheduled an evidentiary hearing for May 29 and 30, 2019 (reserving May 31, 2019, if needed), adopted a procedural schedule for the filing of answer and rebuttal testimony and attachments, and addressed other procedural requirements for litigating this rate case.  
7. Decision No. R19-0283-I (mailed on March 26, 2019) addressed procedures for the filing and presentation of electronic hearing exhibits by the Parties during the hearing.  Decision No. R19-0283-I inter alia required that :  

27.
To facilitate the presentation of electronic exhibits, Public Service will be required to re-file any previously-filed documents that it intends to offer into evidence as hearing exhibits, in accordance with ordered procedures.
  
* * *

3.
Each party shall file with the Commission, an electronic copy of its testimony and exhibits on a CD, DVD, or portable drive in both the underlying executable electronic format and Adobe PDF format.  … 

4.
Final versions of all exhibits, marked for identification with exhibit numbers in accordance with this Decision, shall be filed not less than five business days prior to the first day of the hearing …

8. As noted, Public Service filed its original direct testimony and attachments on January 25, 2019, without benefit of the electronic filing requirements adopted in Decision No. R19-0283-I.  Moreover, Decision No. R19-0283-I did not indicate when Public Service should re-file its originally filed direct testimony and attachments in electronic format consistent with the requirements of that Decision.  

9. Upon reflection and applying lessons learned from recent proceedings that used electronic filing and presentation of hearing exhibits, this Decision will establish a date for Public Service to re-file its originally filed direct testimony and attachments in electronic format, so that the direct testimony and attachments will be available in a format consistent with Decision No. R19-0283-I several weeks before the hearing.  The ALJ believes that the availability of the direct testimony and attachments in the correct electronic format should enhance the efficiency of presentation of the evidence and lessen confusion during examination of the witnesses.  

10. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R19-0283-I will be modified to require Public Service to re-file its originally filed direct testimony and attachments in electronic format consistent with the requirements of that Decision.  Public Service will be ordered to make this filing no later than one week from the date of this Decision, or no later than May 1, 2019.  

11. This Decision does not change the requirement in Decision No. R19-0283-I that, in the event that revised versions have been filed, final versions of all hearing exhibits, marked for identification with exhibit numbers in accordance with that Decision, should be filed no later than five business days prior to the first day of hearing, or no later than May 22, 2019.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The procedural requirements adopted in Decision No. R19-0283-I (mailed on March 26, 2019) shall be modified to require Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to re-file its originally filed direct testimony and attachments in electronic format consistent with the requirements of Decision No. R19-0283-I.  Public Service shall make this filing no later than one week from the date of this Decision, or no later than May 1, 2019.  
2. The other procedural requirements for the electronic filing and presentation of hearing exhibits adopted in Decision No. R19-0283-I shall remain in effect.    

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
