I. statement  

1. On December 21, 2018, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) filed a Petition for Waiver (Petition) requesting a waiver of the recalculation of construction allowance. That filing commenced this proceeding.    

2. On December 24, 2018, the Commission gave notice of the Application and established an intervention period.    

3. On January 23, 2019, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel timely filed a notice of intervention by right and a request for hearing.
4. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held February 6, 2019, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.
5. On February 21, 2019, by Decision No. R19-0188-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for March 19, 2019.

6. On March 18, 2019, the parties informally contacted the undersigned ALJ and requested that the prehearing conference be vacated and the proceeding stayed pending further filings.  
7. On March 26, 2019, by Decision No. R19-0280-I, the proceeding was stayed and the prehearing conference was vacated.

8. On May 3, 2019, CNG filed its Unopposed Motion to Dismiss and to Close the Proceeding (Unopposed Motion).  In the Unopposed Motion, CNG states that the parties have resolved any concerns with the proposed continuation of CNG’s construction allowance.  CNG further states that during the Commission’s weekly meeting held April 24, 2019, the Commission determined that it would allow the revised Tariff Sheet No. R35 describing CNG’s revised construction allowance to go into effect by operation of law, and consequently, the issues sought to be resolved in the underlying Petition have been satisfactorily addressed. 

9. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the Unopposed Motion.  
II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Dismiss and to Close the Proceeding (Unopposed Motion), filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. on May 3, 2019, is granted.

2. Proceeding No. 18V-0904G is dismissed and closed.

3. Response time to the Unopposed Motion is waived.
4. The Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it. 

a) If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  
b) If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.
6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
