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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS 

A. Procedural History.
1. Only the relevant procedural history is discussed. This matter concerns Mountain Star Transportation LLC, doing business as Explorer Tours’ (Mountain Star) Application for Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire as amended (Amended Application). 

2. CKIMY, LLC, doing business as iLIMO (iLIMO), Aspire Tours LLC (Aspire), and Ullr Tours, doing business as Colorado Sightseer (Ullr) timely intervened to assert their objection to the Amended Application. 

3. On May 20, 2019, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled a prehearing conference to be held on June 10, 2019, and advised iLIMO, that to participate in this proceeding, it must either obtain legal counsel, or establish that it meets the criteria to be represented by a non-attorney through an appropriate filing due on June 5, 2019. Decision No. R19-0422-I. On June 5, 2019, iLIMO made a filing titled “Legal Representation for iLIMO” to establish that it meets the criteria to be represented by a non-attorney. 

B. June 10, 2019 Prehearing Conference. 
4. At the June 10, 2019 prehearing conference, at which all parties appeared, the ALJ found that iLIMO’s June 5, 2019 filing established that it meets the criteria to be represented by a non-attorney in this proceeding. Specifically, the ALJ found that iLIMO established that it has no more than three owners; the amount in controversy in this matter does not exceed $15,000; and that the individual identified to represent iLIMO, Yassine Chanane, has authority to do so. The ALJ held that Yassine Chanane may represent iLIMO in this matter, and allowed him to do so at the prehearing conference. 

5. During the prehearing conference, the parties raised several additional issues. Specifically, the ALJ heard brief argument on Mountain Star’s Motion to Allow Testimony by Telephone for Two Witnesses and Motion to Allow for Commission Appointed Interpreters for Two Witnesses (collectively Motions). The ALJ reserved ruling on the Motions. Consistent with the discussion during the prehearing conference, the ALJ will not rule on the Motions until the response time permitted under the Commission’s rules has expired.  

6. Also during the prehearing conference, counsel for Ullr and Aspire raised a discovery question, that is, whether they are each entitled to issue the maximum number of discovery requests permitted by Commission rules, even though they jointly intervened and are represented by the same attorneys. Mountain Star argued that because Ullr and Aspire jointly issued the maximum number of discovery requests (20), they are not permitted by Commission rules to issue additional discovery requests. The ALJ did not rule on this issue and instead advised Ullr and Aspire to file a motion.  

7. In addition, the ALJ reminded the parties that they are required to follow the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1) and the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle (4 CCR 723-6) as applicable to this proceeding, and that a copy of those rules may be found on the Commission’s website. The ALJ also provided a brief overview of the process the parties should expect for the hearing on the merits of the Amended Application (e.g., order of evidence, ability to cross examine), and provided several additional advisements that are reiterated below. 
8. Finally, during the prehearing conference, the ALJ set a procedural schedule and hearing date, as detailed in the ordering paragraphs below. 
C. Advisements.
9. Mountain Star is on notice that failure to appear at the evidentiary hearing may result in dismissal of the Application for failing to pursue or prosecute it. 

10. Ullr, Aspire, and iLIMO are on notice that the ALJ will deem their failure to appear at the evidentiary hearing as abandoning or withdrawing that party’s intervention in this proceeding.  
11. The parties are on notice that filing an exhibit with the Commission does not, by itself, admit an exhibit into the record of the proceeding. An exhibit is any document or other tangible item the party wishes the ALJ to consider in reaching a decision in this matter.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. A hearing on the merits of the Application for Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire as amended is scheduled as follows:

2. Deadline for Witness Lists, Exhibit Lists and Exhibits. The parties must exchange and file pre-marked exhibits, witness lists and exhibit lists that comply with all requirements of this Decision by the close of business on July 10, 2019. 

3. Requirements for Witness Lists. Witness lists must include a brief description of the witnesses’ anticipated testimony and the witnesses’ contact information. 

4. Requirements for Exhibit Lists. Exhibit lists must include the hearing exhibit number assigned to each exhibit and a brief description of the exhibit. If Ullr Tours, doing business as Colorado Sightseer (Ullr) and Aspire Tours LLC (Aspire) opt to file a joint exhibit list, the list must identify the party endorsing each exhibit. 

5. Requirements for Exhibits. Exhibits must be pre-marked with a hearing exhibit number, consistent with the parties’ assigned exhibit number blocks. Mountain Star Transportation LLC, doing business as Explorer Tours is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 1 through 99; and CKIMY, LLC, doing business as iLIMO (iLIMO) is assigned hearing exhibit numbers 100 through 199. Given that Ullr and Aspire have consistently made joint filings in this proceeding and are represented by the same counsel, they are jointly assigned hearing exhibit numbers 200 through 399. Any exhibit longer than two pages must be sequentially 
page-numbered (e.g., each page of a ten-page exhibit must include a page number, from one to ten). At the July 24, 2019 hearing, the parties must bring an original and four copies of each exhibit they intend to introduce at the hearing. 
6. iLIMO’s Representation. Consistent with the discussion in this Decision, iLIMO may be represented by Yassine Chanane, a non-attorney.  

7. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
