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I. STATEMENT

A. Procedural History. 

1. On April 8, 2019, Delta Transport LLC (Delta) filed an Application for Permanent Authority to Extend Operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55879 (Application) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission. The Commission provided public notice of the Application on April 15, 2019.  
2. On May 15, 2019, Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Estes Valley), filed an “Entry of Appearance and Intervention” objecting to the authority Delta seeks in this proceeding. 

3. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held May 22, 2019, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. Because the Application is disputed, the matter will move forward to an evidentiary hearing on the Application. In anticipation of the hearing, the undersigned ALJ is setting a prehearing conference in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.   
5. At the prehearing conference, a hearing date will be scheduled, deadlines to file and exchange final witness and exhibit lists and exhibits will be set, and an evidentiary hearing will be scheduled. The parties must be prepared to discuss how much time is needed to present their evidence at hearing and a date for the hearing on the Application. As such, the parties should ensure they are aware of their witnesses’ availability for an evidentiary hearing, consistent with the timeline discussed below. Any party may raise other issues relevant to this proceeding at the prehearing conference, including any agreements impacting this proceeding.   

6. The ALJ encourages the parties to discuss a procedural and hearing schedule prior to the prehearing conference. The ALJ anticipates holding a hearing on the merits of the Application between August 5 and September 17, 2019 to comply with the statutory deadline for a Commission decision to issue. § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. 

B. Advisements.  

7. Delta is on notice that failure to appear at the prehearing conference may result in dismissal of the Application for failing to pursue or prosecute it. 

8. Estes Valley is on notice that failure to appear at the prehearing conference may result in a decision contrary to Estes Valley’s interests, including granting the Application. 
9. All parties are on notice that the ALJ will deem any party’s failure to appear at the prehearing conference to be a waiver of that party’s objection to the rulings made during the prehearing conference.  
10. All parties must be familiar with and follow the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1, which applies to this matter. The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these Rules, which they may obtain from the Commission in hard copy or on the Commission’s web-site at https://www.colorado.gov/pacific/dora/pucrulespractice.
