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I. STATEMENT

1. On September 17, 2018, the City of Louisville (Louisville) filed an application seeking preliminary approval of design plans to upgrade the active warning equipment to flashing lights with entrance gates, bells, constant warning time circuitry, and railroad signal cabin; relocate advance warning signs; install pavement markings; extend the median on the west side; interconnection with and preemption of the traffic signal at Pierce Avenue and Dillon Road; and the addition of “No Train Horn” plaques at the existing crossing of Dillon Road with the tracks of the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) at railroad milepost 18.35 on the Front Range Subdivision, National Inventory No. 244798M, in Louisville, County of Boulder, State of Colorado.  Louisville and BNSF are the only parties to this proceeding.

2. On June 18, 2019, Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Trial Staff) filed an Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene and Waive Response Time.  Trial Staff respectfully requests permissive intervention in this proceeding in order to effectuate paragraph 7 of Commission Decision No. C19-0429-I.
  Counsel for Trial Staff conferred with counsel for both BNSF and Louisville and is authorized to represent that neither party opposes the requested relief.

3. The request being unopposed, no party will be prejudiced by a waiver of response time.

4. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene and Waive Response Time filed by the Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Trial Staff) on June 18, 2019, is waived and the request is granted.  

2. Trial Staff is granted intervenor status, shall take the proceeding as it finds it, and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this proceeding.  

3. Trial Staff’s Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, and Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403 filed on June 18, 2019 is accepted as filed.

4. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the late intervention granted.  

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
