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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statements

1. On March 18, 2019, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos or Applicant), 
filed a verified application.  Applicant seeks a Commission decision authorizing it, on 
less-than-statutory notice, to place into effect on April 1, 2019, tariffs resulting in an increase to its existing natural gas rates on file with the Commission.  The application contains all of the materials required by the Commission’s Rules and therefore is deemed complete.
2. The proposed tariffs are attached to the Application and affect the Applicant's customers via its System Safety and Integrity Rider (SSIR). The rider, which covers safety and integrity projects, is modified to include costs for Atmos’ new Geographical Information System (GIS) improvement project. The GIS project comes from Proceeding No. 18A-0765G, which resulted in a settlement and Recommended Decision No. R19-0198 issued February 22, 2019, which granted the settlement agreement without modification.  The Recommended Decision became a Commission Decision on March 13, 2019. Pursuant to the settlement agreement, Atmos is required to implement new SSIR rates to reflect the inclusion of the GIS improvement project within 30 days of a Commission Decision approving the agreement.  Therefore, the instant filing has been made to comply with this provision of the settlement agreement.
3. Atmos acknowledges that it has read and agrees to abide by the provisions of Rules 4002 and 4109 of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4.

4. This application for authority to increase rates is made pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.
B. Findings of Fact

5. The Applicant is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged, inter alia in the purchase, distribution, transportation, and sale of natural gas for domestic, mechanical, or public uses in various certificated areas within the State of Colorado.

6. The Commission finds good cause to allow the proposed increases on 
less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The application filed by Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos Energy) is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Atmos Energy for authority to change tariffs on 
less-than-statutory notice is granted.
3. Atmos Energy is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision.  These tariffs shall be effective for actual gas sales on or after their effective date of April 1, 2019.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
