I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. By this Decision, the Commission removes the confidentiality designation of Confidential Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3, originally filed in Proceeding No. 19A-0055E as Attachments 1 and 3 to the Direct Testimony of Vance A. Crocker on behalf of Black Hills Colorado Electric, LLC (Black Hills) on January 22, 2019. 

2. Previously, by Decision No. C19-0345-I, issued April 17, 2019, the Commission stated it would make a determination at a Commissioners’ Deliberations Meeting on April 22, 2019, as to whether Confidential Attachment VAC-1 should be made public. By the same Decision, we sua sponte found good cause to shorten the seven-day period in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100(f)(II) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure to one day. We ordered that, if we determined a portion, or all, of Confidential Attachment VAC-1 should be public, Black Hills would have until 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 23, 2019, to make an appropriate filing seeking relief.
3. On April 19, 2019, Black Hills filed a response to Decision No. C19-0345-I that mooted this issue. In its response, Black Hills states, “The Data Center Customer advised Black Hills that due to its further progression in the development phase of its project, it is now appropriate to make public Confidential Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3.”
 Black Hills indicates that, because the customer has updated its name, Black Hills provides along with its response, updated versions of Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3 that reflect the updated name. Black Hills states the updated versions of Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3 are appropriate to now release on a public basis and filed them as public documents in our E-Filings System for this consolidated proceeding. 
4. Consistent with the treatment of the updated versions of Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3, we order Black Hills to refile the original versions of Confidential Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3 as public without update or redaction by 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 23, 2019.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Confidential Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3, originally filed in Proceeding No. 19A-0055E as Attachments 1 and 3 to the Direct Testimony of Vance A. Crocker on behalf of Black Hills Colorado Electric, LLC (Black Hills) on January 22, 2019, will no longer be designated as confidential, consistent with the discussion above.
2. Black Hills is directed to refile the original versions of Confidential Attachments VAC-1 and VAC-3 as public without update or redaction by 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 23, 2019, consistent with the discussion above.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
