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I. statement

1. On December 3, 2018, Steven T. Gonzales (Petitioner or Mr. Gonzales) filed a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations-Driver (Petition), which commenced this proceeding.  By this Petition, Mr. Gonzales seeks a waiver of Rule 6713 (Proof of Medical Fitness) of the Transportation Network Company Rules of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  Specifically, Petitioner seeks a waiver of Rule 6713(c)(IX), 4 CCR 723-6. 

2. On December 12, 2018, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The Petition was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

3. On December 5, 2018, the Commission Staff sent a letter to Petitioner, noting that information was missing from his Petition and requesting that he submit the following required information: 

a)
A copy of the completed Medical Examiner’s Certification, signed by the Medical Examiner.

b)
A copy of all the completed pages of the driver’s Medical Examination Report Form, signed by the Medical Examiner.  

4. The Commission mailed the letter to the address provided by Mr. Gonzales in his Petition.  The Commission’s files reflect that the letter was not returned as undeliverable.
5. Petitioner’s response to the Commission Staff’s letter was due no later than ten days after the letter was sent, or by December 17, 2018.
  To date, Petitioner has not submitted the requested required information.  Without this required additional information, the Commission cannot consider and decide the merits of the Petition.  

6. This Decision will require that Petitioner file the required additional information to the Commission not later than January 14, 2019.  If Petitioner does not file the required additional information by January 14, 2019, the Petition will be dismissed without prejudice as incomplete.
7. After Petitioner files the required additional information, if he does so, the ALJ will determine whether a hearing is necessary on this Petition. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1.
Petitioner Steven T. Gonzales is ordered to file with the Commission, not later than January 14, 2019: 

a)
A copy of the completed Medical Examiner’s Certification, signed by the Medical Examiner.

b)
A copy of all the completed pages of the driver’s Medical Examination Report Form, signed by the Medical Examiner.  

2.
If Petitioner fails to file the required additional information by January 14, 2019, the Petition shall be dismissed without prejudice as incomplete.
3.
This Decision is effective immediately.
