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I. STATEMENT

A. Background
1. A more detailed procedural history of these consolidated proceedings is included in Decision Nos. R18-0496-I,
 R18-0676-I, R18-678-I,
 R18-0731-I, R18-0732-I,
 R18-0988-I, and R19-0025-I.
  The procedural facts relevant to this Decision are included below.  

2. The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled the hearing in this matter for March 21 and 22, 2019 in Decision No. R19-0025-I.  The ALJ had previously established a prehearing schedule in Decision No. R18-0731-I.  Trial Staff of the Commission (Trial Staff) states that, based on that prehearing schedule, the deadline for it to file and serve its witness and exhibit lists and copies of exhibits was February 8, 2019.  
3. On February 8, 2019, Trial Staff filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Witness and Exhibit Lists and Copies of Exhibits (Unopposed Motion).  In the Unopposed Motion, Trial Staff states that the parties have been engaging in settlement discussions and would like to concentrate their efforts on those discussions, and not on preparing for the hearing.  For that reason, Trial Staff requests a two-week extension to file and serve its witness and exhibit lists and copies of exhibits.  
B. Analysis
4. Respondent Lyft, Inc. does not oppose Trial Staff’s Unopposed Motion.  In addition, Trial Staff has stated good cause to grant the Unopposed Motion.  Accordingly, the Unopposed Motion shall be granted.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Witness and Exhibit Lists and Copies of Exhibits filed on February 8, 2019 by Trial Staff of the Commission is granted.
