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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 21, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 940-Gas with supporting attachments. On January 11, 2019, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 940-Gas-Amended with supporting attachments, with a proposed effective date of January 21, 2019.  

2. By Decision No. C19-0076, issued on January 18, 2019, the Commission set a hearing to consider the propriety of the proposed modifications, which suspended the effective date for 120 days until May 21, 2019; set a deadline for interventions; and referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition. 

3. By Decision No. R19-0125-I, issued on January 30, 2019, a prehearing conference was scheduled and Public Service was ordered to confer with any party that intervened on a procedural schedule.  Parties were ordered to file a report on the results of their conferral. 

4. On February 6, 2019, the Public Utilities Commission Staff (Staff) filed its Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1401, and Request for Hearing. 

5. By Decision No. R19-0199-I, issued February 22, 2019, the scheduled prehearing conference was vacated, a procedural schedule was established, a hearing was scheduled, and the proposed effective date of the tariff sheets was further suspended to August 19, 2019.  

6. By Decision No. R19-0206-I, issued February 27, 2019, the procedural schedule governing the proceeding as well as the hearing date were modified.  As a result, a hearing is now set to commence on May 2, 2019 at 9:00 a.m. 

7. On March 14, 2019, the sworn Direct Testimony and Attachment of Michelle M. Applegate was filed by Public Service.

8. On March 20, 2019, Staff's Notice of Withdrawal of Request for Hearing was filed.  After thoroughly reviewing Ms. Applegate’s testimony and attachment, Staff is satisfied that issues raised in its intervention have been addressed and withdraws its request for hearing concerning the amended advice letter.

9. On March 21, 2019, the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Remaining Procedural Schedule, Waive Response Time, and Approve Amended Advice Letter was filed by Public Service.  Public Service states that it addressed the issues identified by Staff as to whether the cost of service, cost of capital, capital structure, and other assigned financial structure elements of Front Range Pipeline have been properly completed and are in compliance with recent Commission decisions in proceedings to set rates for Public Service; whether the other elements of Public Service’s filing provide an accurate picture of this particular subdivision of Public Service and are consistent with proper cost causation and ratemaking principles; and whether all implications of the Tax Cuts and Jobs Act have been properly considered.  Based thereupon, it is requested that the hearing and remaining procedural schedule be vacated and that the amended advice letter be approved.

10. Staff supports the relief requested by Public Service.

11. Public Service’s request being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.  

12. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the scheduled hearing and remaining procedural schedule will be vacated.  All remaining pending relief will be addressed by separate decision. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Remaining Procedural Schedule, Waive Response Time, and Approve Amended Advice Letter filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on March 21, 2019, is waived.

2. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on May 2, 2019 is vacated.

3. The remainder of the procedural schedule governing this proceeding is vacated. 

4. The remainder of pending relief will be addressed by a separate decision.

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
