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I. STATEMENT
A. Background
1. On 
January 28, 2019, Disability Services, Inc., doing business as Envida (Applicant) filed the application described in the caption above (Application).  
2. On February 4, 2019, the Commission issued a notice of the Application.  
3. On February 22, 2019, Ramblin’ Express Inc. filed an Entry of Appearance and Intervention.  

4. On March 14, 2019, the Commission deemed the Application complete and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ. 

B. Prehearing Conference

5. Given the procedural posture of the case at this point, it is appropriate to hold a prehearing conference.  The parties to this proceeding must be prepared to discuss at the conference all procedural and substantive issues, including deadlines for the filing of witness and exhibit lists, any amendments to the Application, and a date and location for a hearing on the Application.  The ALJ notes that the Applicant has requested this hearing be held in El Paso County.  However, the parties must be prepared at the prehearing conference to address whether that is the best and most convenient location for the parties, witnesses, and court staff who must attend the hearing.  
6. The parties are encouraged to engage in discussions regarding a procedural schedule before the prehearing conference.  If the parties agree to a procedural schedule, they are encouraged to file it with the Commission at least one day before the prehearing conference.  To aid the parties’ discussions regarding a procedural schedule, the hearing in this matter will be scheduled no later than May 23, 2019.
7. All parties must appear at the prehearing conference.  The parties may attend the prehearing conference in-person or by telephone.  If a party chooses to attend by telephone, the party must file a notice with the Commission by April 9, 2019.  If such a notice is filed, a call-in number shall be circulated to the parties in advance of the prehearing conference.
