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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 9, 2019, Kep Expeditions LLC (Applicant) filed the above-captioned application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire and commenced this proceeding.  Applicant did not file direct testimony, a list of witnesses, detailed summaries of testimony, or copies of exhibits with its application.
  

2. On April 11, 2019, Applicant filed an Amendment to the application, adding a clearer statement of the proposed authority and adding a restriction that the proposed authority would be restricted to the use of vehicles with wheelchair accessibility.

3. On June 5, 2019, by Decision No. R19-0471-I, Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Estes Valley) intervened by right.

4. Applicant and Estes Valley are the Parties to this proceeding.

5. On June 19, 2019, Applicant filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension Until June 24, 2019 within which to File Its List of Witnesses, Detailed Summaries of the Testimony of Its Witnesses, and Copies of the Exhibits It Will Present at Hearing (Motion).  Applicant requests an extension of time until June 24, 2019, to file its list of witnesses, detailed summaries of the testimony of its witnesses, and copies of the exhibits that it will present at hearing pursuant to Decision No. R19-0471-I.  Applicant states that the extension of time is requested to explore a resolution of the intervention short of a hearing and not for delay. 

6. Estes Valley does not oppose Applicant’s Motion.

7. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension Until June 24, 2019 within which to File Its List of Witnesses, Detailed Summaries of the Testimony of Its Witnesses, and Copies of the Exhibits It Will Present at Hearing (Motion) filed by Kep Expeditions LLC (Applicant) on June 19, 2019, is granted.  

2. Response time to Applicant’s Motion is waived.  

3. Applicant shall file its list of witnesses, detailed summaries of the testimony of its witnesses, and copies of the exhibits that it will present at hearing no later than June 24, 2019.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
