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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 1, 2019, Jean Carlos Rodriguez Castro (Petitioner) filed a verified 
Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations – TNC Driver (Form PFW-TNC-1, Revised 5/15/2019) (Petition). Petitioner requests a waiver of the specific subparagraph(s) of Rule 6713(c) of the Transportation Network Company: “(IX) – Visual disorder or impairment as defined in 4 CCR 723-6-6713(c)(IX).”  Petition at 1.  In support, Petitioner filed a Medical Examiner’s Certificate, a Medical Examination Report Form, a Certified Official Colorado Driver Record, and a copy of Petitioner’s Colorado driver’s license.

2. Petitioner seeks a two-year waiver of Commission Rule 6713(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, to allow Petitioner to drive for a Transportation Network Company (TNC).
  
3. This proceeding was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition by minute entry during the Commission’s weekly meeting held on November 13, 2019.
4. The form Petition filed states:  

THIS PETITION INCLUDES THE FOLLOWING ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

1.
The Medical Examiner's Certificate, signed by the medical examiner.

2.
A copy of all of the completed pages of the TNC Medical Examination Report.

3.
A copy of the my Colorado Driver's Record from the Colorado Department of Motor Vehicles (which can be obtained online at www.colorado.gov/dmv/motor-vehicle-record) and a Driver Record for the past three years in any other state that I was issued a Driver's License (if any).

4.
A copy of my current Driver's License.
Petition at 2 (emphasis added).
5. Based upon a review of Petitioner’s filing, he failed to file information that was represented to be included in the Petition.  Petitioner’s Official Colorado Driver record indicates that Petitioner’s Colorado Driver’s License was issued earlier this month on November 1, 2019, and at that time, Petitioner’s Missouri Driver’s License was surrendered.  Petitioner failed to file a copy of his Driver Record for the remainder of the past three years in Missouri (or any other state where he was issued a Driver’s License during this period of time, if any).
6. On or before close of business on November 28, 2019, Petitioner will be ordered to:
a) supplement the petition by filing a copy of his official Driver Record for the past three years in Missouri (and any other state where he was issued a Driver’s License during this period of time, if any); OR
b) otherwise show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice. 

7. Petitioner is advised that failure to make one of the filings described in ¶ 6 above on or before November 28, 2019, will result in dismissal of the Petition without prejudice.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Jean Carlos Rodriguez Castro must supplement the Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations – Driver to cure the deficiency in the Petition or show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on November 28, 2019.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
