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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Background

1. A comprehensive summary of the procedural history of this proceeding is included in Decision No. R20-0672-I that issued in this proceeding on September 18, 2020.  The background relevant to this proceeding is summarized below.  
2. On September 18, 2020, the Administrative Law Judge issued Decision 
No. R20-0672-I that, among other things, established the deadlines for answer and rebuttal testimony of October 26, 2020 and November 23, 2020, respectively.  
3. On October 26, 2020, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend Testimony Deadlines and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion).  In the Unopposed Motion, PSCo states that the parties are engaging in settlement negotiations and extending the deadlines for the filing of answer and rebuttal testimony, and the discovery deadlines corresponding thereto, by one week “would be beneficial to these discussions.”
  PSCo states that no party to this proceeding opposes the Unopposed Motion.  

B. Analysis

4. PSCo has stated good cause to grant the Unopposed Motion.  Accordingly, the Unopposed Motion shall be granted and the prehearing schedule shall be amended as requested.   
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. For the reasons stated above, the Unopposed Motion to Amend Testimony Deadlines and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on October 26, 2020 (Unopposed Motion) is granted.  The deadlines for answer and rebuttal testimony shall be amended consistent with the discussion above. 

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion is waived.   

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
