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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter submitted on May 21, 2021, by Perry & Davis Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Stars & Stripes Transportation (Stars & Stripes Transportation), requesting that the Commission reopen Proceeding No. 21A-0045CP and grant a 30-day extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C21-0121 (Decision).

2. On January 19, 2021, Stars & Stripes Transportation filed an application for new permanent authority to operate as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.  Stars & Stripes Transportation filed an amendment to the application on January 22, 2021.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on January 25, 2021, for a period of 30 days.  The notice period expired on February 24, 2021.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  Therefore, the proceeding was uncontested.

4. The application filed by Stars & Stripes Transportation for new permanent authority to operate as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire was granted by the Commission on March 3, 2021.  Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of the Decision named six specific requirements that Stars & Stripes Transportation had to complete before the requested permanent authority could be issued.
5. By Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision, Stars & Stripes Transportation had 60 days from the effective date of the Decision to complete these requirements.  If the requirements were not completed within the 60-day period,
 Stars & Stripes Transportation would not be granted the requested permanent authority.
6. Stars & Stripes Transportation did not complete each of the requirements within the 60-day period. 
7. On May 21, 2021, Stars & Stripes Transportation filed a letter requesting that Proceeding No. 21A-0045CP be reopened and a 30-day extension be granted to complete the requirements for a new permanent authority.   
8. In support of the request for an additional 30 days to complete the requirements named in the Decision, Sandra Blythe-Perry, the operations manager of Stars & Stripes Transportation, states that due to a family emergency she was out of state for a number of weeks.
9. In consideration of the information submitted by Stars & Stripes Transportation in its request for an etension of time, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to reopen Proceeding No. 21A-0045CP and grant an additional 30 days to comply with Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of the Decision.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed on May 21, 2021, by Perry & Davis Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Stars & Stripes Transportation (Stars & Stripes Transportation), requesting that the Commission reopen Proceeding No. 21A-0045CP and grant a 30-day extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C21-0121 is granted.

2. Stars & Stripes Transportation is granted an addition 30 days from the mailed date of this Decision to complete the requirements in Decision No. C21-0121.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
