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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By this Decision, the Commission grants the Late Filed Motion of Tiger Natural Gas, Inc. (Tiger) to Permissively Intervene (Motion) in this Proceeding.
B. Background

2. On April 29, 2021, pursuant to Rule 1401 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, and the Commission’s March 23, 2021 Decision, Decision No. C21-0179, Tiger submitted its Motion in this proceeding. In that Decision the Commission requested that parties seeking to intervene or participate as parties in the proceeding submit motions for leave to intervene by April 2, 2021.
3. Tiger seeks leave to intervene late as a party in this proceeding. Tiger is a natural gas provider that was founded in 1991, with over 43,000 customers. As one of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Company) largest customers in the State, Tiger procures natural gas for customers in all of the Company’s customer classes, and partners with the Company to distribute the gas to Tiger’s customers.
4. Tiger states its customers were directly impacted by the extreme weather events in February 2021, and the resulting increases in the costs of natural gas at various hubs. As one of the largest customers of the Company, Tiger represents it will be affected by this proceeding and the proposed recovery of the costs incurred during the extreme weather events in February 2021. As a result, this proceeding will “substantially affect the pecuniary or intangible interests” of Tiger as contemplated by Rule 1401(c).

5. Tiger represents the Commission would benefit from an informed record on how any proposed recovery of costs would impact one of the Company’s largest customers. No other party can represent Tiger’s tangible and pecuniary interest in this proceeding with respect to its commitment to the delivery of natural gas to its large Colorado customer base. To ensure Tiger and its customers’ interests are protected, the Commission should grant this Motion and permit Tiger to participate in this proceeding.
6. Tiger acknowledges its intervention is not timely and, therefore, Tiger requests permission to intervene out of time. Tiger states it is in the early stages of assessing and attempting to mitigate the impacts of the weather events on its operations in Colorado and in other states. Among other issues, Tiger maintains it has had to address concerns from its own customers related to Public Service’s proposed and realized curtailments and OFOs during February, many of which have only recently been brought to the fore. 
7. In addition, Tiger reviewed the utilities’ various cost recovery proposals, submitted on April 2, 2021, the same date as the intervention deadline. As a result of these multiple moving parts, Tiger states its Motion is late-filed. Tiger states it will take the proceeding as it currently stands and seeks no consideration for its late intervention. For these reasons, no party will be prejudiced by Tiger’s later intervention.
8. Because Tiger acknowledges it filed its intervention late and seeks permission from the Commission to intervene, we find good cause to grant its Motion. The issues Tiger provides for its intervention are in compliance with Rule 1401(c) and therefore, it is appropriate to grant Tiger’s request to intervene. However, Tiger must take the proceeding as it currently stands. No accommodations will be made to the procedural schedule due to Tiger’s late intervention.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Leave to Permissively Intervene Late and Notice of Entries of Appearance of Counsel filed by Tiger Natural Gas, Inc. on April 29, 2021 is granted.

2. Tiger Natural Gas Inc. must take the case as it finds it as no alterations to the procedural schedule will be made to accommodate its late intervention.
